In response to a question by Mr. Ortiz, Ms. Mary Jane Brigham, 
the applicant, stated that they are requesting the change to "8-3" 
and would not be in favor of restricting the property to "B-3R". She 
also stated that the surrounding uses axe "B-3" and that the traffic 
would not affect the area. 

Mr. Ortiz explained his reasons for desiring the "B-3R" 
and asked about the possibility of a non-access easement on Skolout 
Street. 

Mr. Fred Anderson, owner of the subject property, stated that 
they have tentative plans for a mini-warehouse on the subject  property. 
However, if these plans do not materialize, then they would be desirous 
of a restaurant operation with on-premise consumption of alcoholic drinks. 
He would object  to a non-access easement being imposed on ~kolout because 
it would prohibi t  an entrance to the subject property and feels this would 
be detrimental to the "proposed development.

M a y o r  Cockrell declared open a Public ~earing on the repro- 
gramming of General Revenue Sharing Funds. 

Mr. Marcus Jahns, Director of Budget and Research, explained 
that there is a total amount of $250,922.53 of revenue sharing funds 
available for reprogramming. He detailed t h e i r  recornendat ions f o r  t he  
funds as follows: Palo A l t o  Road Branch L i b r a r y  Equipment  - $110,000.00;  
Harlandale & Lions Field Centers  Equipment - $21,000.21;  Metcalf- 
Eddy A q u i f e r  Study (Addtl.) - $57,000.00;  Handicap Access Program - 
$62,922.00. Mr. Jahns also s t a t e d  t h a t  the  School Sidewalk Program 
i s  not recommended for funding at this time due t o  t h e  limited funding 
available. 

City Manager Huebner stated that t h e  f i r s t  three items are 
projects  which the City i s  already involved wi th  and recommended t h a t  
they  be funded. H e  also s t a t e d  t h a t  the money proposed fox the 
Handicap Access 'Program w i l l  begin t o  implement a program required by 
Federal l a w  that cities d e v e l o p  a transitional p l a n  and show s u b s t a n t i a l  
progress toward implementation of access improvements. The proposed 
program will provide f o r  i n i t i a l  design and some development work on City- 
owned facilities, 

The following citizens then appeared to speak: 

Mrs. Doris Irby, 7123 Thrushview Lane, representing The 
Promenade, stated t h a t  they  are requesting a paved curb s t r e e t  with proper 
drainage on 600 f e e t  of Thrushview Lane, She s t a t e d  that this i s  t h e  
o n l y  ingress and egress to their homes. Mrs. Irby stated t h a t  $23,000 
has been quoted by the,staff.as t h e  necessary funding t o  do the work on 
the por t ion  that they are requesting be improved. 

M r .  Kilmer Schneider ,  1191 Nacogdoches Road, spoke of the 
needed $7 ,830 .00  t o  get t h e  City W a t e r  Board t o  extend a water main to his 
home. He stated tha t  it should be the City's obligation t o  extend this 
service,and he feels that the C i t y  should pay for t h e  necessary extension.. 

Ms. Bob Fisher, Administrative Assistant, stated that the City 
Water Board h a d  estimated that $7,040 will be necessary to extend the water 
mains. (A report from the City Water Board is included with the papers 
of t h i s  meeting.)  

Mr, Pete DeVries, Superintendent  of the  O l d  Spanish Missions, 
asked that t he  Council consider a l l o c a t i n g  $96,500.00 in revenue shar ing 
fuss f o r . t h e  renovation and restoration of the old Spanish Missions. 
The money will also be used t o  support the opera t ion  znd maintenance of 
t h e  Missions, Mw. DeVries also stated t h a t  $24,500 of the money can be 
used to match an AACOG Grant fo r  a multi-purpose center a t  Mission Espada. 

Mrs. Dutmer spoke about the importance of the Missions and 
their contribution t o  t h e  tourist industry. She urged that the request 
be taken i n  ea rnes t  t o  h e l p  preserve t h e  Missions. 

Mayor Cockrell asked if s taf f  could investigate the possibility 
of funding this project through an EDA grant. 

City Manager Huebner s t a t e d  t h a t  the staff could i n v e s t i g a t e  
the matter. 

In response to M r .  Eureste's ques t ion ,  Mr. Narcus J ahns  stated 
t h a t , t h i s  project c o u l d  p o s s i b l y  be done under Community Development funds 
because of t h e  historic prese rva t ion  involved. 
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Mr. Ray Sanchez, Chairman of the San ~ntonio Library 

Board of Trustees, spoke in support of the staff's recommendation to 
fund the Palo Alto Road Branch Library Equipment. 

A discussion then took place on the needed funding to stock the 
library. 

Mrs. Kay Pena, Vice-chairman of the San Antonio Library 
Board of Trustees, also spoke on behalf of the recommendation of the 
staff. She stated that this amount is necessary to order books and 
equipment, and the library is a necessity f o r  the south s i d e  of town. 

Mrs. Sarah Jane Fosbe read from a petition which she sub- 
mitted to the City Council requesting the improvement of O1Connor Road, 
to include repaving, widening, curbs, sidewalks, new railroad trestle, 
and underground drainage. She also distributed photographs of the 
flooding conditions in the area. (The petitions are on file with the 
papers of this meeting.) 

A discussion then took place on the funding needed to 
complete the project and a possible time schedule. Mr. Stewart Fischer, 
Director of Traffic and T~ansportation, suggested that probably a dollar

Mr. Mario Salas requested that $25,229 of revenue 'shpring 
funds be allocated for weatherizing the Child Development Faclllty at 
the Ella Austin Community Center. 

(Mayor:Cockrell returned to the meeting and presided.)  

Mr. Raul Roy Valdez, Youth Services Director of MANCO, presented 
Council with literature about their program. He asked that $90,253 in 
revenue shar ing funds be allocated for the continuance of the program 
dealing with Toxicant Inhalation Drug Abuse Prevention. 

Mr. Rernigio Valdez, representing the Mexican-American 
Betterment Organization, and a member of the San Antonio Task Force on 
Toxicant Inhalation read a r e s o l u t i o n  in support  of MRNCO's request f o r  
$90,253. H e  described t h e  program and the e f f o r t s  made by MANCO on 
this serious probJem in S a n  Antonio. 

Mrs. Sylvia Smith ,  member of the San ~ntonio Housing Authority's 
staff at Cassiano Homes, a l s o  spoke on behalf of MANCOts request for 
funding thxough revenue sharing funds. 



Mr. Tony Haden, Director of St. John's Senior C e n t e r ,  
spoke about their efforts i n  trying t o  serve senior citizens i n  the 
downtown area. They are requesting $30,000 i n  reyenue sharing funds 
to set up a program to better serve these citizens: 

M s .  Christine Pacetti, C h a i r p e r s o n  of t h e  Handicapp Access

Rodriguez also stated that he has tapes of t h e  e n t i r e  meeting which he 
would like the Cobncil to hear. (A copy of his prepared statement together 
with other p e r t i n e n t  material i s  on file wi th  t h e  papers of this meeting.) 

A discussion then took place by the Council on v a r i o u s  actions 
taken by the E.O.D.C. Board of Directors. 

M r .  Robert Thompson, E.O.D.C. Board Nember, stated that the 
ac t ions  taken by t h e  E.O.D.C. Board at t h e  meeting of October 11, 1978, 
w e r e  not legal. He stated that Mr. Rodriguez wanted to inform the Council 
of these i l l ega l  acts made by the Council's appointees. 

P.W. Felix Escarnil la,  E.O.D.C. Board Member, also spoke in sulpport 
of Mr. Rodriguez' testimony. 

M r .  J h y  R. F l D r e s ,  newly elected Chairman of t h e  E.O.D.C.  
asked that the Council allow the E.O.D.C. members to resolve the problem. 
He stated t h a t  Mr. Rodriguez was defeated a t  t h e  e l e c t i o n  and t h e  process 
was l egal .
