Councilmember Radle requested a point of personal privilege to acknowledge 
Councilmember Wolff s birthday. 

CITIZENS TO BE HEARD 

Mr. Glen Alan Graham, 6900 N. Vandiver, stated that he serves on a VIA citizen's 
advisory board and was asked by that board to research and report on the Main Plaza 
Project. He distributed a copy of his report to Council members, noting that the project is 
not ideal. He thanked Council members for their contributions to the City. 

Mr. Faris Hodge, Jr., 140 Dora, stated that he told Councilmember Flores that public 
hearings are held too early for the general public to attend. He stated that there should be 
no more tax abatements offered to new businesses. He noted that the Library 
overcharges for printouts and that it needs to put filters on computers, and that the City 
didn't collect refuse on two holidays. He stated that all City employees need diversity 
training and that the Alamodome should be named in his honor. He related an incident 
about Jack Finger and how people should have the right to free speech before City 
Council. 

Mr. Jaime P. Martinez, 1504 E. Commerce, spoke on immigration reform and stated his 
request that City Council pass a resolution endorsing comprehensive immigration reform. 
He spoke of his family's history and contributions in the United States. He reported 
numerous statistics regarding immigrants' financial impact on the U.S. economy. He 
also spoke of an incident between a local family and the San Antonio Police Department, 
in which citizens were injured and/or arrested by allegedly overzealous officers. He 
noted that the actions of these officers do not represent the entire Police Department. 

Mr. Nazirite Ruben Flores Perez, 627 Hearne Ave., thanked Councilmember Radle for 
her initiative to improve sidewalk conditions. He spoke about immigration reform and 
illegal aliens. 

Mr. Raymond Zavala, 812 S. Richter, spoke about the City's wasteful spending habits. 
He referenced overlapping services by the City and Bexar County and excessive amounts 
spent on studies, like that of the Main Plaza Project. He stated that not all City Council 
members have lived up to their campaign promises. 

Mr. Nick Calzoncit, 66 Brees #114, spoke of progress made to rename Stonewall School. 
He stated that streets in Harlandale are named after inappropriate individuals and that 
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such names have a negative impact. He asked for a meeting with the Mayor andlor City 
Council members to discuss local impoverishment. 

Mr. Allen S. Ellebracht, 4915 Dare Ln., read various selections from the City's Code of 
Ethics and called for the resignation of Councilmember Guajardo due to her involvement 
in actions that led to his friend George Dickerson committing suicide. He stated he is 
opposed to local toll roads.
