AUTHORIZING A CHANGE ORDER IN THE AMOUNT OF $32,891.29 
TO THE CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT WITH JAMES 
CONSTRUCTION GROUP, LLC FOR THE CALLAGHAN ROAD 
PROJECT, AN AUTHORIZED GENERAL OBLIGATION BOND 
FUNDED PROJECT LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICTS 6 AND 7.

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 2011-03-03-0157 awarded a construction contract to James 
Construction Group, LLC in the amount not to exceed $8,785,301.41 for the Callaghan Road 
Project; and 

WHEREAS, this Project provides for the widening and reconstruction of Callaghan Road from 
Culebra Road to Commerce Street, to include dual tum lanes, multi-use path for pedestrians and 
cyclists, sidewalks, curbs, driveway approaches, traffic signal improvements including the 
construction of a new strom drain system culverts and a drainage channel along Callaghan Road; 
and 

WHEREAS, adjacent to the Callaghan Road Project is the new Northwest Service Center and as 
part of the construction of Northwest Service Center, a water service line and fire hydrant line 
are needed to tie into the recently installed SAWS water main along Callaghan Road; and 

WHEREAS, by installing the 8-inch fire hydrant line and a 4-inch water line at this time, it will 
avoid reconstruction of the newly constructed roadway, reduce costs, and minimize traffic 
inconveniences; and 

WHEREAS, this Ordinance authorizes a change order in the amount not to exceed $32,891.29 
for installation of a water service line and fire hydrant line needed for the Northwest Service 
Center; and 

WHEREAS, approval of the Ordinance will be a continuation of City Council policy to 
complete previously approved General Obligation Bond funded projects; NOW THEREFORE, 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. A Change Order in the amount not to exceed $32,891.29 is hereby approved. 
The City Manager or her designee is hereby authorized to execute this Change Order to the 
contract with James Construction Group, LLC for installation of a water service line and fire 
hydrant line in connection to the Callaghan Road Project. 

SECTION 2. The following financial adjustments are hereby approved: 

a) Payment in the amount not to exceed $32,891.29 in SAP Fund 45099000, General 
Obligation Capital Projects, SAP Project Definition 40-00007, Callaghan Rd (Culebra to 
Commerce), is authorized to be encumbered and made payable to James Construction 
Group, LLC for construction services. 
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b) The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Chief Financial 
Officer, City of San Antonio. The Chief Financial Officer may, subject to concurrence by 
the City Manager, or the City Manager's designee, correct allocation to specific SAP 
Fund Numbers, SAP Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP 
Fund Centers, SAP Cost Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation 
Document Numbers, and SAP GL Accounts as necessary to carry out the purpose of this 
Ordinance. 

SECTION 3. This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon passage by eight or more 
affirmative votes; otherwise, it shall be effective on the tenth day after passage.
