ordinance and the procedure ordinance.

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Dear Sir or Madam: 
The records of the Ci ty and Coun ty show tha t you are the owner of 

real property on Street in this Ci ty known as Lot in New Ci ty Block 
, and the Commis~'1ioners of the Ci ty have bi ordinance ordered that yo~ 
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------:---have cement sidewalk laid in said street and along said property, acconi 
ing to the specifications, etc., of City ordine,nces regulating said matters. 

The Ci ty has by charter power ei ther to compel the construction of such wcrk 
by fine or imprisonment or to construct the work Rnd assess the cost against the prop­
erty and the owner thereof. 

'When non-residen ts fail or refuse to comply wi th such orders, 
the City constructs the work and ass~sses its cost, and unless the same be paid as 
prov.ided by ordinance, the City will then foreclose its lien and sell the property. 

The City prefers that you should arrange for the construc­
tion of said work yourself, and the City has done all things required to give notice in 
your case, but the work still remains undone. 

This ie therefore to notify you that the Citjtis about to 
construct said work and fix a lien, as afore~aid, against the property and your 
liability as owner thereof. 

It will b e about ten days before the City can let the con­
tract for this work, and if in the meantim~ you Bhould contract to have it done 
yourself, plep.se notify the undersigned so tl~at no conflicting contracts may be mc9de.
