BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO:

1. That Section Three of an Ordinance licensing and regulating sutomobiles for hire,
passed and approved on the 23rd day of September, A. D. 1915, as amended May 31, 1918 and
July 8, 1918, be and the same is hereby amended so that said Section Three thereof shall
hereafter read as follows:-

2, "SECTION THREE: LICENSE FEE. For each automobile for hire, as defined in Section

One of this ordinance, owned, controlled or operated within the corporate limits of the City
of San Antonio, there shall be paid to the Commissioner of Taxation for use of the City an
annual license fee of Twelve and 50/100 (§1£,50) Dollars. The amounts received by the City
as such license fees shall be deposited znd kept in the "Street Maintenance Fund", and all
costs of traffic suéervision and other expenses incident to said regulation, license and
inspection shell be paid by the City out of the Genersl fund; PROVIDED, that in the event of

any person having an sutomobile not employed or used as an automobile for hire as herein defi

ned at the beginning of any fiscal year and shall during such fiscal yesr desire a license
for such vehicle as an auto for hire, then such license shall issue for the remeining part
of such fiscal year and the license fee therefor shall be prorated and paid only for the

unexpired portion of such fiscal year; but such license fee shall not in any case be less

than one-half of the license fee for the full fiscal year."

3. A public necessity exists for the immediate operation of this Ordinance, and this
ordinance is‘declared to be an emergency measure and shall take effect from the date of its
passage.
