Gentlemen:

~he ~ax Commissioner haVing advised the Mayor that the general revenue available
for current aperating expenses for this fiscal year would be approximately 2,245~000.00,

instead of the ~ 300 000.00 whick it was estimated would be available at the time of
the making of the temporary bu~get, therefore it is recommended to this 6ommission that .
the temporary bUdget be reduced from 2,300 000.00 to come within the funds availuble
for the current operating expenses as above indic~ted, and th.t the same be adopted with
that change cs the permanent bUdget ~~r this flscal year.

For your information, during the two years of this admisistration therehas been
a great quantity of work of permanent character done, and naturally during these two
years, the same has consumed a good portion of the current revenue. You will recall
that the disastrous which accurred in this City during the first year of this admis­
tetration necessitated the expenditure of Brge_sums of money, amounting to many thousands
of dollars, and that also an overdraft of approximately 164,000.00 was paid by this
administration which was inherited by it from a previous one. In addition, there has been
c~nstructed a fire house, which cost apprOXimately 46,000.00, fire apparatus hes been '
purchased, and ·many, many miles of permanent streets ~av been constructed, in fact,
the Mayor is informed, more than in any previous years, together with the construction
of one of the finest swimming pools in the south, at San ed~o Park, and the partial
construction of one of the most beautiful club houses for the use of the people of

, the City at Brackenridge Park. which is now under cause of construction, end other things
of such character which during this fiscal year have been voted by the Commission of thi
City, of. which you are me ber , and naturally tp same has necessitated the use of large
sums of mobey, but in so doing, the City of an Antonio has taken a step forward in
progress and in advancement such as it has heretofore never done.

Iou have been advised heretofDe by the yor that it was necessary to have
approximately 200,000.00 to be added to the 2,E46,OOO.00 and that the Oity of San

I Antonio could function with ease for the balance of the fiscal year on this sum, and

I
so adjust its various 4epartments Dnd the operation thereof as to come within the amount
allowed and provided by law and still, at to Barne time, have given to the people of thi

I
City the big things that have-been accomplis~ d and have been done for it, which, in the
opihion of the ayor, marks an ~ra of progress and advancement that is dawning upon the
1ty.

There has been expended by the City of San Antonio for its various departments,
and construction work of permanent character, the sum of 1,940,408.40, and certain sums
have been chaaged to the various departments for work of permanent character that were
and are expected to be refunded to those departments so that they may each function dur­
ing the remainder of this fiscal year. In order that this may be done, and in order ahat
these vital departments of the City of San ~tonio may continue to funotion as they should
do, there is recommended to the Council the following two propositions.

or your further info.matton, it is stated that an examination of the bUdgets
as temporarily adopted heretofore, shows that there will be required to run and operate
all of the departments from now till the end of this fiscal year, the sum of '4E9,966.09
and that there is available for ~uch purp~se the sum of 1305,501.60, computed upon the
approximate extimated income of 2,246,900.00. hus it appears that very substantial

Curtailment would hLve to be made in all of the five departments at take care of this

fir t: So adjust your bUdgets, by the distrubution of the necessary sums from
one department at the other, as to permit the functioning of all to the close of the
fiecal year and come wit~in the 2, 46,000.00. his can be done if all parti 8 are
willing to work for the big interest of the .ity of an Ant~nio 'and with the idea of
doing t~ebest for an Antonio, but will entail the most rigid economy and the reducing
of forces in all departments ot an absolute minimum, d the dispensing with the
services of mapy employees who are in a measure necessary to the best functioning thereof.

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ev nt that the Commission would see fit to accept the proposed loan of 200,000.00,
and it is th recommendation of the Kayar in this connection that the treet Com-
missioner's department absolutely closed down, with the exception of one engineer,
s stenographer, apermit lerk, 8 small repair gang, and tb necessary a ehmen,
and no other construction work d~ne except that out of bond m8ney.

S oond. It ie the opiniob of the Mayor, and is recommended therefore, that
th City of San Antohio accept the pr posed loan of 200,000.00 additional that has
been submitt' d to this OouDeil by lIr. C•• Arlitt, and information 1s given that
this is not in the na re of an overdraft, although from time to time many of the
8omm1ssioners hsve intimated and indicated their willingnes for an overdraft. but is
simply pledging of additional security which is availabl for such use. and which

. should hav been ore diligently collected from year to year,. and which now is be­
coming barred by limitation in 1£ rg sums and becoming of no alue and of no use to
the ity of San Antonio in any manner or any r spect. his loan would be extended
over 8 period of five years and woubd b paid as these back taxes are collected,
and would be without further expense to the City than that 0 th five per cent in­
terest which the City is now paying upon current funds. and would permit the comple­
tion of the street act'ually under COltt eof construction and whio are dangerous
to be left in the condition they are in, and whcih should be finished, and would
also permit the transfer of funds to the park department, to the street cleaning
and garbage department. to the tax department, and to pay interest that is beooming
due and which must necessarily be paid. 'or these and other reasons known to the
Commissioners. it is recommended that this tEOO,OOO.OO be accepted and the City
be permitted to continue to thrive and prosper.

Por furt~er information, mo.re in detail, as to how the EOO.OOO.OO would be
distributed, your attention is invited to the recommendation made to the Council
bl the Kayar heretofor , and on file with the City Olerk, and in which ti is p&inted
out that the said sum will be used to make th transfers to the department of parks

'I' and sanitation that have been promised heretofore, and to pay for streets that ar
actually torn up and which are now in course of construction under contracts given by
the City to, the various paving companie , which are in bad and dangerous co·ndition
and to maintain a small repair gang to fix and repair streets when blocks buckle
up 8.nd when there occurs a dangerous point in the same that needs and requires im-
medi~te attention. '

It i8 recommended that the Commissioners give this matter very serious
consideration and their most sincere attention and take action thereon at the
earliest date possible.
