The City Engineer is hereby directed to collect the sum of Thirty-Five Dollars

($35.00) for each and every connection made with said sewer main or house service going into

said main and pay the same over to said Rev. F. E. Smith, not later than the 10th of each

month, following the month in which said connection is made, until the actual cost of said

sewer shall have been collected and pald over to aforesaid, when the entire connection fee

shall be collected.

This Ordinance is hereby declared to be of urgent importance for reasons of public welfare

apparent herefrom and the same shall take effect at once on the above mentioned condition.
