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AN ORDINANGCE

Authorizing the borrowing of money on the credit of the City of San Antonio and
the issuance of bonds therefor in the sum of Five Hundred Thousand ($500,000.00)
Dollars for permenent public improvements in said City, namely, for the purpose of
constructing sanitary sewers with mains and laterals extending and supplementing
the presemt sanitary sewer system.

VHEREAS, on the 26th day of July, A. D. 1919, the gualified taxpaying
voters of the City of San Antonio, in the State of Texas and County of Bexar, by an
election duly held and conducted on said date in the City of San Antonio in accord-

ance with an ordinance of the Comnissioners ordering said electiom, passed and ap~

such cases made and provided, did, as shown by the canvass of the retumms of said
election, authorize and empower the Cmmnissiungrs of the City of San Antenio to issue
bonds of said City in the sum of Five Hundred 'I’hgusand {$500,000.00) Dollars, pay-
able serially within forty years from date and bearing interest at the rate of five
(5) per cent per emnum, payable semi-ammually, the proceeds of said bonds to be used
for the purpese of constructing sanitary sewers with mains and laterals,extending
and supplementing the present sanitary sewer system within the limits of the City of

San Antonio:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMISSIONZRS OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO:

SHECTION ONE: That the City of San Antonio shall borrow money on the
credit of the City and shall issme bonds therefor, as hereinafter described, in the
sum of Five Hundred Thouwsand ($500,000.00) Dollars, for permanent public improvements
to be constructed and effected within the limits of the City of San Antenio; said
loan being desired for the purpose of protecting the health of the people of the City
by the construction of sanitary sewers and acquiring any parcels of land which may
be necessary therefor; said public improvements to be constructed being the laying
and construction of a system of permanent sanitary sewers with mains and laterals in
each of the eight seversl wards of said City, extending and supplementing the present
sanitary sewer system of said City; and the purpose for vhich said bonds are issued

@S same shall appear in said bonds being "SANITARY SEWERS, LAINS AND LATERALS".
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SRECPIMN TWO0: ‘That the ligyor of said City be and he is hereby autho-
rized and directed to cause t0 be engraved, printed and executed in due fom of law

date on the first day of September, A. D. 1919, and said bonds shall be mmbered

The Mayor shall sign each of said bonds on behalf of the City and each of
said bonds shall be duly attested by the City Clerk, who shall also impress thereon
the corporate seal of the City of San Antonio.

Bach of said bonds shall have attached to it the froper number of
coupons to evidence the interest payavle during the period of mabturity of each
bond, each of which coupons shgll be executed with the engraved signature of the
ligyor and City Clerk.

Bach of said bonds and the interest coupons attached thereto shall be
payable at the Nationagl Bank of Commerce of the City of New York, New York, or if
the holder so elects at the office of the Treasurer of the City of San Antonio, in
San Antonio, Texas.

SECTION THREE: That each of said bonds and coupons above provided for
shall upon its face be substantially in words and figures as follows, to-wit:

Do 1919, on 811 property im the City of San
Antonio liable to taxatiom, and the Assessor of the City shall assess and the Col-
lector of the Gity shall collect upon such a levy, an Ad Valorem tax of Zooe . el
?J/,oe 60’2‘742,) cents on each One Humdred ($100) Dollars valuation of said
taxable property; and the said tax, or so much thereof as may be necessary, is also
hereby levied and shall be likewise assessed and collected, for each succeeding
fiscal year thereafter so long as the same mgy be necessary to provide for the
payment of the principal and interest of sald bonds or any of them; and if at amy
time the amount of said tax shall not be sufficient for the purposes aforesaid,
it shall be the obligation and duty of the City Camnissioners or other governing
body of said City so to increase said tax rate that the amount of taxes to be
collected and realized therefrom shall be sufficient to provide for the payment
of the principal and interest of said bonds and each and all of them as the said
principal and interest may respectively mature and become payable; and it is here-
by promised and agreed, and the City of San Antonio is hereby bound and obligated,
that its tax rate shall be increased, if required for the purpose nzmed, as often

as mgy be necessary. /
