ANORDINANCE 2011-02-17-0141

AUTHORIZING THE ACQUISITION OF THE GOOD SAMARITAN
PROPERTY, LOCATED ON THE 1600 BLOCK OF DAKOTA STREET
IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2.
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BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO:

SECTION 1. The city manager and her designee, severally, are authorized and directed to
negotiate a contract for acquiring the property designated below on such terms as the City
Manager finds to be in the best interests of the City and for a price not to exceed fair market
value. The city manager and her designee, severally, are further authorized and directed to
consummate the acquisition of the property according to the terms of the contract. The city
manager and her designee, severally, should take all actions necessary or convenient to
effectuate the transaction, including agreeing to and executing all necessary or convenient
instruments and agreements.

SECTION 2. The subject property is Lot 1A, Block 8, NCB 1508, San Antonio, Bexar
County, Texas, commonly known as 1602 Dakota and is located in Council District 2.

SECTION 3. Payment in the amount not to exceed $80,000 in SAP Fund 43099000,
Certificates of Obligation Capital Projects, SAP Project Definition 40-00214, Eastside
Education & Workforce Development Center, is authorized to be encumbered and made
payable for cost associated with the acquisition of the property authorized by this ordinance.

SECTION 4. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Chief
Financial Officer, City of San Antonio. The Chief Financial Officer may, subject to concurrence
by the City Manager, or the City Manager’s designee, correct allocation to specific SAP Fund
Numbers, SAP Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP Fund
Centers, SAP Cost Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation Document
Numbers, and SAP GL Accounts as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance.

SECTION 5. This ordinance becomes effective 10 days after passage, unless it receives the

eight votes requisite to immediate effectiveness under City Code of San Antonio § 1-15, in
which case it becomes effective immediately.

Converted in 1948 to a hospital for African-Americans in response to
segregation and the need for services for the city's Black residents

Property is 1n distressed condition and is proposed for rehabilitation
