Becker commented t o  t h e  Council  t h a t  from h i s  obse rva t ions  
t h e  C i t y  of  San Antonio goes to g r e a t  l e n g t h s  t o  de te rmine  through t h e  
b idd ing  system t h e  best sou rce ,  a t  lowes t  p o s s i b l e  p r i c e ,  of goods and 
s e r v i c e s .  H e  expressed concern t h a t  a l l  o t h e r  C i t y  agenc ies  do n o t  
adhere  s t r i c t l y  t o  t h e  same p o l i c y .  H e  had r e f e r e n c e  t o  t h e  C i t y  Pub l i c  
Se rv i ce  Board i n  p a r t i c u l a r .  

Mayor G a t t i  s t a t e d  t h a t  t h i s  matter has  been under d i s c u s s i o n  
wi th  t h e  C i t y  Pub l i c  S e r v i c e  Board f o r  about two months. A l e g a l  
op in ion  from t h e  C i t y  At torney  on t h i s  s u b j e c t  was made a v a i l a b l e  t o  
him j u s t  today.  Mayor G a t t i  s t a t e d  t h a t  he w i l l  a d v i s e  t h e  Board t h a t ,  
i n  t h e  C o u n c i l ' s  op in ion ,  it should fo l low t h e  same procedures  as t h e  
C i ty .

The Ordinance was exp l a ined  by M r .  Dick Jones ,  Execu t ive  
D i r e c t o r  of  t h e  San Antonio Housing A u t h o r i t y ,  who s t a t e d  t h a t  t h i s  
a c t i o n  would program t h e  remaining 499 housing u n i t s  l e f t  o u t  of t h e  
o r i g i n a l  2000 u n i t s .  These u n i t s  would be  b u i l t  anywhere i n  San 
Antonio.  I n i t i a l l y ,  t h e s e  would be r e n t  u n i t s ,  b u t  as f a m i l i e s  
become more q u a l i f i e d ,  t h e  u n i t s  cou ld  be  s o l d  under one of t h e  
FHA s u b s i d i z e d  programs. 

Mayor G a t t i  expressed  concern  t h a t  t h e r e  i s  no a s su rance  
t h a t  any of  t h e  u n i t s  w i l l  be b u i l t  on t h e  e a s t  s i d e .  

D r .  H i l l i a r d  s t a t e d  t h a t  t h e  Mayor's Housing Committee 
concurs  w i th  t h e  recommendations. H e  s t a t e d  t h a t  t h e  camrnittee 
f e l t  t h a t  it was u r g e n t  t h a t  something be s t a r t e d  i n  t h e  Model 
Neighborhood Area and t h a t  a t t e n t i o n  now w i l l  be g i v e n  t o  o t h e r  
p a r t s  o f  t h e  City.

71-44 Items 26 and 27 on t h e  agenda,  w e r e  p l aced  on t h e  agenda 
i n  e r r o r  and were withdrawn from c o n s i d e r a t i o n .  
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C I T Y  MANAGER REPORTS 

City Manager Henckel distributed copies of his written report 
on the operation of the West End Multi-Service Center which was in 
response to a memorandum from Councilman Garza. Mr. Henckel, in his 
report, recommended the immediate creation of a post of Supervisor of 
Multi-Service Centers to be responsible for the planning and operation 
of the Centers. IIe stated that the staff should be ready to go before 
the facility is accepted from the contractor. He had other recommenda- 
tions relating to utilities and maintenance service. (A copy of the 
report and recommendation is included with the papers of this meeting.) 

The Council concurred in the recommendations of the Manager. 

City Manager Henckel stated that because of recent publicity 
he felt it necessary to give the Council an explanation of the City's 
policy regarding travel expense. Particular reference was made to Police 
Officer Jerry Range1 who has been selected to receive an Iionorable 
Mention Award from the National Association of Chiefs of Police, meeting 
in Los Angeles. 

Mr. Henckel explained that  all City employees who travel on 
City business are reimbursed for travel expenses. This is a budgeted 
item by each department of the City. In addition to business travel, 
many City employees receive awards at various times during the year. 
The policy has always been that it has been up to the recipient to 
provide his own funds. 

In the case of Officer Hangel, he was allowed five days 
leave with pay to try to compensate for the fact that he could not 
be paid for travel out of the budget. 

Mr. Becker explained his role in the affair was simply as 
an interested citizen. 

Mayor Gatti suggested t h a t  in the future in extraordinary 
cases, the Council be consulted and each case handled an its own. 

Mr. Hill inquired of Mr. John Miller, Assistant Director of 
Traffic and Transportation, regarding the need to close Durango Street 
while the bridge is being widened. 

Mr. Miller stated that traffic will continue to use the 
bridge except for very short periods of time. Mr. Hill urged Mr. 
Miller to see that the bridge stays open as much as possible through- 
out the construction period. 

Mayor Gatti recommended to the Council that a number of very 
important matters need attention and that next Thursday afternoon be 
set aside to consider them. He asked Mr. Henckel to have his Associate 
Managers available at that meeting. Some of the items to be considered 
are annexation, inner loop, sewer extensions and water extension. 
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M r .  Becker brought  t o  C o u n c i l ' s  a t t e n t i o n  t h e  matter of t r a f f i c  
t i e -ups  on expressways which r e s u l t  from rear end c o l l i s i o n s .  H e  expressed 
t h e  i d e a  t h a t  t h e r e  must be some way t h a t  t h e  cars involved could be 
removed t o  t h e  s i d e  of t h e  road r a t h e r  t han  t i e  up t r a f f i c  f o r  un l imi ted  
pe r iods  of t i m e .  

C i t y  Manager Henckel asked Inspec to r  F i t c h ,  who was p r e s e n t ,  
t o  s tudy  t h i s  problem and make some sugges t ions  t o  improve the s i t u a t i o n .  

M r .  Becker suggested t h a t  the  C i t y  Council  suppor t  t h e  c u r r e n t  
campaign which is  being genera ted  t o  complete t h e  North Expressway. 

The Council  concurred wi th  M r .  Becker ' s  sugges t ion ,  M r .  Henckel 
s t a t e d  t h a t  he  would have a r e s o l u t i o n  prepared f o r  nex t  week's  Council  
Meeting. 

C i t y  Manager Henckel r e p o r t e d  t h a t  56 people  a r e  now employed 
under t h e  Emergency Employment Act. I t  is  expected t h a t  a t o t a l  of 360 
people w i l l  e v e n t u a l l y  be employed under t h e  program. 

D r .  H i l l i a r d  asked t h a t  t h e  C i t y  Manager report t o  t h e  Council  
concerning t h e  East Side  C l i n i c  a t  t h e  n e x t  Counci l  Meeting. 

M r s .  Haberman s t a t e d  t h a t  she  wished t o  thank t h e  Mayor and 
Counci l ,  C i t y  M a n a g e r ,  C i t y  Clerk and all o t h e r s  who gave such though t fu l  
c o n s i d e r a t i o n  t o  h e r  i n  he r  r e c e n t  sorrow.

H e  a l s o  
spoke about  Oklahoma Ind ians .  

Mayor G a t t i  s t a t e d  he was glad t o  know t h a t  bus s e r v i c e  w i l l  
be extended and t h a t  t h i s  i s  a r e s u l t  of community coopera t ion .  H e  
t o l d  M r .  R u s s e l l  t h a t  c o n t i n u a t i o n  of s e r v i c e  w i l l  depend on usage of 
the bus system by V i l l a  Coronado r e s i d e n t s .  

M i s s  Ani ta  Levine,  S e c r e t a r y  of t h e  Clean A i r  Act ion C o m m i t t e e ,  
s t a t e d  t h a t  w i th  t h e  advent  of t h e  new garbage c o l l e c t i o n  f e e  many a p a r t -  
ments and bus ines ses  w i l l  be fo rced  t o  buy i n c i n e r a t o r s  which i n  t u r n  
w i l l  p o l l u t e  t h e  a i r .  She urged t h e  Council  t o  p a s s  an ord inance  b a r r i n g  
a l l  i n c i n e r a t o r s .  
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C i t y  Manager IIenckel advised M i s s  Levine  t h a t  a l l  i n c i n e r a t o r s  
must m e e t  set  s t a n d a r d s  which makes them p o l l u t i o n  f r e e .
