SECTION 1. The City Manager and her designee, severally, are authorized and
directed to execute and deliver on behalf of the City an instrument with Magik
Childrens Theatre of San Antonio d/b/a The Magik Theatre in substantially the form
attached as Attachment I, which is incorporated for all purposes as if fully set forth.
The City Manager and her designee, severally, should take all other actions conducive
to effectuate the transaction, including agreeing to non-material changes to the approved
form and executing and delivering all ancillary instruments and agreements conducive
to effectuating the transaction.

SECTION 2. The RFCA system does not provide for any fiscal language for this
Ordinance.

SECTION 3. This ordinance becomes effective 10 days after passage, unless it
receives the eight votes requisite to immediate effectiveness under San Antonio
Municipal Code § 1-15, in which case it becomes effective immediately.

2. Defined Terms.

All terms used in this instrument and not otherwise defined herein but defined in the
Leases or any previous amendments to them have the meanings previously ascribed to
them.

3. Renewal.

The term of the Leases is extended month to month. Either party may terminate either
or both Leases by delivering 30 calendar days’ prior written notice to the other party.
This Renewal is effective as of July 1, 2012.

4. Rent.

Tenant must pay Landlord each month at an address specified by Landlord from time to
time a reimbursement for chilled water service to the Theatre and to the Kampmann
House. The amount of reimbursement is determined by a bill Landlord sends to Tenant
monthly. Tenant must pay that amount to Landlord not later than 10 business days after
the date of the bill. For amounts not paid within the allowable 10 business days, Tenant
must further pay Landlord an additional fee of $100 as compensation for the
administrative difficulty of dealing with past due payments.

5. Address for Notice.

6. No Default.

Neither Landlord nor Tenant is in default under the Leases, and neither party is aware of
a cause of action against the other arising out of or relating to the period before this
renewal.

7. Same Terms and Conditions.

This renewal instrument is a fully integrated statement of the modifications to the
Leases. Except as expressly modified by this renewal, the Leases remain
comprehensive statements of the rights and obligations of Landlord and Tenant as
to their respective Premises. Landlord and Tenant reaffirm the Leases as
modified by this agreement and represent to each other that no written right or
obligation of either party has been waived such that it would impair exercise of the
right or enforcement of the obligation on a future occasion.
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8. Public Information.

Tenant acknowledges that this instrument is public information within the meaning of
Chapter 552 of the Texas Government Code and accordingly may be disclosed to the
public. Nothing in this agreement waives an otherwise applicable exception to
disclosure.
