CLOSING, VACATING, AND ABANDONING A SEGMENT OF 
BERKSHIRE AVENUE BETWEEN INTERSTATE HIGHWAY 10 AND 
SOUTH HACKBERRY STREET, ADJACENT TO NCB 3147, IN 
COUNCIL DISTRICT 3, AS REQUESTED BY LOUIS AND RAYMOND 
ARREDONDO, FOR A FEE OF $10,622. 

* * * * * 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL O:F THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. Subject to the reservation below, the City finds the following right of way is no 
longer esst!ntial to the safe and efficient flow of traffic in the area in which the right of way is 
located. As an exercise of its discretion, the City Counc 11 closes, vacates, and abandons the right 
(If way. A condition of the closure, vacation, and abandonment is City's receipt of the fee set out 
below in the Dmding section ofthis Ordinance. The affected right of way is identified below. 

That portion of Berkshire A venue described generally as extending eastward from 
the eas,t right-of-way line ofIH 37 to the west right-of-way line of Hackberry. 

SECTION 2. A picture of the subject right of way is set forth at Attachment I. The detailed 
description of the right-of-way subject to this ordinance is set forth on Attachment II. Both 
Attachments I and II are incorporated into this ordinance for all purposes as ifthey were fully set 
f(Jrth. Attachment II controls over any discrepancy between it and Attachment 1. 

SECTION 3. This ordinance does not release any public rights in the subject tract for drainage, 
water and wastewater lines, electric transmission and distribution lines, gas lines, communication 
lines of all types, or any other rights except for the right of the public to travel on the subject 
tract. Neither does this ordinance give up any right arising other than from the plat or other 
document creating the street or alley. The City expressly reserves all rights not released. 

SECTION 4. The City Manager or her designee, severally, are authorized and directed to 
execute and deliver all documents and to do all other things conducive to reflect this closure, 
abandonment.. and vacation. 

SECTION 5. The afft!cted rights of way exist by easement. The underlying fee ownership of 
the affected rights of way by the adjacent lot owners is now unburdened by the rights closed, 
vacated, and abandoned. For purposes of future conveyance and to better reflect their ownership 
generally, owners of the adjacent property should rep1at, but no such replat impairs the rights 
retained by elty in the affected right of way. 

SECTION 6. Funds generated by this ordinance will be Funds generated by this ordinance will 
he deposited into Fund 11001000, Internal Order 240000000060 and General Ledger 4903101. 
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SECTION 7. The disposition of surplus property must be coordinated through the city's 
Finance Department to assure the removal of these assets into the City's financial records and to 
record the proper accounting transactions. 

SECTION 8. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Chief 
Financial Officer (CFO), City of San Antonio. The CFO may, subject to concurrence by the City 
\lanager or the City Manager's designee, correct allocations to specific SAP Fund Numbers, 
SAP Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP Fund Centers, SAP 
Cost Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation Document Numbers, and SAP GL 
Accounts as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 9. This ordinance becomes effective 10 days after passage, unless it receives the 
eight votes requisite to immediate effectiveness under San Antonio Municipal Code § 1-15, in 
which case it becomes effective immediately.
