Commissioner Davis suggested that a date be set for the initial meeting
of the Charter Revision Committee and moved it be made for Monday August 15th., at 10;00

Mr. J. L. Dickson, Engineer of the State Highway Department was then
recognized by the Mayor for an explanation of the plans contemplated.by that Department
for San Antonio.

Mr. Dickson gave a detail review of all contemplated work, illustrating it
with maps and gave an idea of what would be required of the City in the way of Right-of-way.

Mr. Dickson was followed by Mr. Datus Proper of the Highway Committee of
the Chamber of Commerce who strongly urged that the City take steps to secure the needed
Right-of-way. The estimated Bond Issue requirement for this purpose was set at slightly
over $3,000,000.00.
