BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. The City Manager or her designee, or the Director of the Housing and 
Neighborhood Services Department or his designee, is authorized to accept a $150,000.00 
donation from Zachry Corporation for economic development activities in Council District 2. A 
copy of said donation letter is attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes as 
Attachment l. 

SECTION 2. The City Manager, or her designee, or the Director of the Housing and 
N cighborhood Services Department or his designee, is further authorized to execute any 
necessary documents to effectuate the acceptance of said donation. 

SECTION 3. Funds generated by this ordinance will be deposited and appropriated in Fund 
11001000 General Fund, Order 207000000261 Economic Development District 2 - Contribution, 
General Ledger 4502220 Contribution Private Restricted. 

SECTION 4. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Director 
of Finance, City of San Antonio. The Director of Finance may, subject to concurrence by the 
City Manager or the City Manager's designee, correct allocations to specific SAP Fund Numbers, 
SAP Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP Fund Centers, SAP 
Cost Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation Document Numbers, and SAP GL 
Accounts as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 5. This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon passage by eight (8) 
affirmative votes of the entire City Council; otherwise, said effective date shall be ten (10) days 
from the date of passage hereof.
