of hearing the evidenc~ on certain ch arges preferred against M.M.Cadena by the Chief 

of the Fire Department, ~s follows:

Gentlemen: 

San AntoniO. Texas, May 10, 1920. 

As Chief of the Fire Department of the City of San Antonio I recommend the 

removal and discharge from the service and. the employment which he holds in the Fire 

Depl3.rtment of said City of M.M.C~.dena, and in support of such recommendation I ogarge: 

That the said M.M.Cadena ha.s been guilty of insubordination and of conduct 

showing a disregard for t h e rulee of the Department, and of a cts 8.nd conduct tending 

to promote and agitate insubordina,tion among 'other firemen employed in s~dd depart­

me.nt to the lawfully con at i tut ed autho ri ty governing said depa.rtment; that on or 

about the 1st day of May, 1920, the s a id M.M.Cadena requested permission through his 

Ca,pt~.in to layoff, and was informed by Assistant Chief T.H.Vleyel that he could not 

lay off ~, S it was a gainst the rules to permit' men to layoff on the first of the 

month; that the said M.M.Cadena notwithdtanding such instructions left the City without 

permission and failed to report for duty when required to do so; that the discharge 

of said M.M.Cadena from employment in said department is necessary for the good of 

the service.
