AN ORDINANCE 

AWARDING A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT IN THE AMOUNT OF 
$1,111,000.00 TO INX, INC., IN CONNECTION WITH THE INFORMATION 
TECHNOLOGY SERVICES DEPARTMENT CITY HALL ANNEX HUB 
RELOCATION PROJECT, LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1 AND 
APPROPRIATING FUNDS. 

WHEREAS, this Ordinance accepts the lowest responsive bid submitted by INX, Inc. in the amount 
of $1,111,000.00 in connection with the Information Services Department City Hall Annex Hub 
Relocation Project; and 

WHEREAS, this Project is part of the City's long term plan to demolish the City Hall Annex 
located at 506 Dolorosa St. to build a future city-owned facility; and 

WHEREAS, the City Hall Annex is scheduled for demolition, therefore, it is necessary to relocate 
the Information Technology Services Department's network hub to the International Center at 203 S. 
St. Mary's St. and to the Information Technology Services Department at 5 15 S. Frio Street; and 

WHEREAS, this Project will require that ITSD relocate a telephone system, network equipment, 
fiber optic cables, and a tape backup system to other downtown City facilities; and 

WHEREAS, this Ordinance will appropriate the necessary funds in the estimated amount of 
$1,111,000.00 project budget necessary for the network hub's move and relocation; NOW 
THEREFORE, 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. The lowest responsive bid of INX, Inc., in the amount of $1,111,000.00 in 
connection with the Information Services Department City Hall Annex Hub Relocation Project is 
hereby accepted. All other bids will be considered rejected upon the execution of a contract by the 
successful bidder and the deposit of all required bonds and insurance certificates or the expiration of 
sixty days from the effective date hereof, whichever occurs first. 

SECTION 2. The City Manager or her designee is hereby authorized to enter into a contract 
covering said Project. 

~ SECTION 3. The following financial adjustments are hereby approved: 

a) This Ordinance is a declaration of the City's official intent to reimburse itself from the 
proceeds derived from the sale of the City of San Antonio, Combination Tax and Revenue 
Certificates of Obligation, Series 2008 for any authorized expenditures from any lawfully 
available funds of the City. 

b) The following appropriations and payments are contingent upon the sale of the City of San 
Antonio, Combination Tax and Revenue Certificates of Obligation, Series 2008 for SAP 
Project Definition 40-00155, City Hall Annex. 
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c) The amount of $1,111,000.00 is appropriated in SAP Fund to be created for the 2008 
Certificate of Obligation Bond Sale, SAP GL account 61 02100 - Interfold Transfer out 
entitled Transfer to 40-001 55-90-01. The amount of $1,111,000.00 is authorized to be 
transferred to SAP Fund 45099000. 

d) The budget in SAP Fund 45099000, SAP Project Definition 40-00155, City Hall Annex, 
shall be revised by increasing SAP WBS element 40-00155-90-01 entitled Trf Fr WBS 
element created for the 2008 Certificates of Obligation, GL account 6101100 - Interfund 
Transfer In, by the amount $1,111,000.00. 

e) The amount of $1,010,000.00 is appropriated in SAP Fund 45099000, General Obligation 
Capital Projects, SAP Project Definition 40-00155, City Hall Annex, SAP WBS Element 
40-00155-05-02-01-01, entitled Construction Cost, SAP GL Account 5201 140. 

f) The amount of $101,000.00 is appropriated in SAP Fund 45099000, General Obligation 
Capital Projects, SAP Project Definition Definition 40-00155, City Hall Annex, SAP WBS 
Element 40-00155-05-06, entitled Project Contingency, SAP GL Account 5201 140. 

SECTION 4. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Director of 
Finance, City of San Antonio. The Director of Finance may, subject to concurrence by the City 
Manager or the City Manager's designee, correct allocation to specific SAP Fund Numbers, SAP 
Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP Fund Centers, SAP Cost 
Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation Document Numbers, and SAP GL 
Accounts as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall be effective on the tenth day after passage.

SUBJECT: 
City Hall Annex ITSD Network Hub Relocation

SUMMARY:  

An Ordinance appropriating $1,111,000.00 from unissued Certificates of Obligations payable to 
INX, Inc. and Globalscope Communications for the relocation of the Information Technology 
Services Department (ITSD) network hub located at the City Hall Annex in connection with the 
City Hall Annex Project located in Council District 1.   

 
  
BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 
This project is part of the City’s long term plan to demolish the City Hall Annex, located at 506 
Dolorosa St. and to build a future city-owned facility. Currently the City Hall Annex houses the 
Information Technology Services Department’s network hub and before this building can be 
demolished, the relocation of this network hub to the International Center, 203 S. St. Mary’s St. 
and to the Information Technology Services Department at 515 S. Frio St., is necessary.  The 
extent of the work will require that ITSD relocate a telephone system, network equipment, fiber 
optic cables, and a tape backup system to other downtown City facilities.  INX, Inc. and 
Globalscope Communications, already under annual contract, will be utilized for the relocation of 
the network hub. This Ordinance will appropriate the necessary funds in the estimated amount of 
$1,110,000.00 project budget necessary for the network hub’s move and relocation.  
  
 
 

ISSUE: 

In early 2009, the City Hall Annex will be demolished and redeveloped as an interim surface 
parking to replace parking areas that surround City Hall.  This ordinance will allow the City's 
ITSD network hub to be moved in anticipation of the demolition. 
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ALTERNATIVES: 

An alternative would be to renovate and maintain the City Hall Annex; however, this will result in 
costly repairs to this facility. Staff has determined not to repair this facility, but to demolish it. The 
relocation of this network hub will allow for plans to proceed in demolishing this building. 

 
 
FISCAL IMPACT:  

This is a one-time capital improvement expenditure in the amount not to exceed $1,111,000.00 
within budget and included in the FY 2008-2013 Capital Improvement Program Budget. Funds are 
available and will be appropriated from Unissued Certificates of Obligation. The funding comes 
from budgeted Fiscal Year 2009 unissued Certificate of Obligations.
