AUTHORIZING AN AMENDMENT TO THE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
WITH BEXAR COUNTY WHICH AUTHORIZES THE SAN ANTONIO
METROPOLITAN HEALTH DISTRICT TO PROVIDE FOOD AND
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH SERVICES IN UNINCORPORATED AREAS
OF BEXAR COUNTY FOR AN ADDITIONAL ONE-YEAR AND EIGHT
MONTH TERM THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2012.

WHEREAS, the San Antonio Metropolitan Health District (Metro Health) has provided
environmental health services in unincorporated areas of Bexar County since Metro Health was
established in 1966; and

WHEREAS, currently, sanitarians from Metro Health inspect 870 food establishments and perform
approximately 45 environmental health inspections annually in the unincorporated areas of Bexar
County; and

WHEREAS, environmental health inspections include sewage discharges, water or general
sanitation complaint investigations, stream pollution inspections, mobile living park surveys, school
survey inspections, water well samples, water well surveys, and swimming pool inspections; and

WHEREAS, in addition, Metro Health processes the permits for all food establishments in
unincorporated areas of Bexar County; and

WHEREAS, this contract is being extended for one year and eight months to align interlocal
agreements with Bexar County; NOW THEREFORE:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO:

SECTION 1. The City Manager or her designee or the Director of the San Antonio Metropolitan
Health District or his designee, is hereby authorized to execute an amendment to the Interlocal
Agreement with Bexar County which authorizes the San Antonio Metropolitan Health District to
provide food and environmental health services in unincorporated areas of Bexar County for an
additional one-year and eight month term through September 30, 2012. A copy of the contract
amendment in substantially final form is attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes as
Attachment 1.

SECTION 2. Funds generated by this ordinance will be deposited into Fund 11001000 per the table

below.

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SECTION 3. The financial fiscal allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Chief
Financial Officer, City of San Antonio. The Chief Financial Officer, may, subject to concurrence by
the City Manager or the City Manager's designee, correct allocations to specific SAP Fund Numbers,
SAP Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP Fund Centers, SAP Cost
Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation Document Numbers, and SAP GL
Accounts as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4. This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon passage by eight (8) or more
affirmative votes of the entire City Council; otherwise, said effective date shall be ten (10) days from
the date of passage hereof.

STATE OF TEXAS § FIRST AMENDMENT TO
§ CITY-COUNTY INTERLOCAL
§ AGREEMENT
§ ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH
COUNTY OF BEXAR § SERVICES

This First Amendment to the Interlocal Agreement for Environmental Health Services, an
Agreement by and between the City of San Antonio, a home-rule municipality situated within Bexar
County, Texas, herein called "CITY" and Bexar County, a political subdivision of the State of Texas,
herein called "COUNTY") (also, individually, a “Party” or, collectively, “the Parties”); is entered into
pursuant to authority granted under the Texas Interlocal Cooperation Act, Tex. Gov. Code Ann.
§791.001 et seq. (Vernon 1997), as amended.

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, on February 1, 2006, COUNTY and CITY entered into an Interlocal Agreement
for the provision of food licensing permits and environmental health services to unincorporated areas of
the COUNTY; and

WHEREAS, the Interlocal Agreement provided for a term beginning February 1, 2006 and
ending January 31, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the governing bodies of the Parties believe it is in the best interest of the Parties, to
extend the term of the agreement for the continued provision of environmental health services, to include
the issuance of food service establishment permits and food and environmental health inspections from
the San Antonio Metropolitan Health District to the unincorporated areas of COUNTY; and

WHEREAS, the Parties now wish to amend the Interlocal Agreement to extend the term;
NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1
PURPOSE AND EFFECTIVE DATE

1.01 The purpose of this Amendment is to amend the Interlocal Agreement for Environmental
Services by extending the term of the current agreement to reflect an ending term date of September 30,
2012. This Amendment shall be effective February 1, 2011.

ARTICLE I
AMENDMENTS

2.01 Article lI, "Term," is hereby amended to reflect an extension of the term of the agreement.
Section 2.01 is amended to read as follows:

2.01 The term of this agreement shall begin February 1, 2006 and continue for a term
ending on September 30, 2012, unless sooner terminated as hereafter provided.



ARTICLE IIT
TERMS AND CONDITIONS

All other terms and conditions of this Agreement remain in full force and effect.
