ACCEPTING THE BID FROM MERIDIAN MEDICAL TECHNOLOGIES, 
INC. TO PROVIDE THE FIRE AND POLICE DEPARTMENTS WITH 
MEDICAL SUPPLIES FOR THE TREATMENT OF EXPOSURE TO TOXIC 
NERVE AGENTS FORA COST OF $257,119.80.

WHEREAS, bids were submitted to provide the City of San Antonio with 7,410 antidote auto 
injectors, a medicine used for the treatment of exposure to toxic nerve agents; and 

WHEREAS, the low bid was submitted by Meridian Medical Technologies, Inc. for a total cost of 
$257,719.80; NOW THEREFORE: 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. The bid submitted by Meridian Medical Technologies, Inc. to provide the City with 
7,410 antidote auto injectors for a total cost of $257,719.80 is hereby accepted, subject to and 
contingent upon the deposit of all required bonds, performance deposits, insurance certificates and 
endorsements. Attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes as Exhibit I is the bid and bid 
tabulation sheet. 

SECTION 2. Fund 2606520008 entitled "UASI 2007" and Internal Order 120000000049, are 
hereby designated for usc in the accounting for the fiscal transaction in the acceptance of this bid. 

SECTION 3. The sum of$257,719.80 is hereby appropriated in the above designated fund and will 
be disbursed from GL 5304040 "Chemicals Medical & Drugs". Payment is authorized to Meridian 
Medical Technologies, Inc. upon issuance of a purchase order and receipt of goods. 

SECTION 4. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Director of 
Finance, City of San Antonio. The Director of Finance may, subject to concurrence by the City 
Manager or the City Manager's designee, correct allocations to specific SAP Fund Numbers, SAP 
Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP Fund Centers, SAP Cost 
Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation Document Numbers, and SAP GL Accounts 
as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 5. This ordinance shall take effect on June 14,2008.

READ CAREFULLY 


1. 	 GENERAL CONDITIONS 

Bidders (hereinafter "bidders", "vendors" 	01' "contractors") are required to submit their bids upon the following 
expressed conditions: 

(a) 	 Bidders shall thorouglt1y examine the drawings, specifications, schedule(s), instructions and all other contract 
documents. 

(b) 	 Bidders shall make aJI investigations necessary t'o thoroughly inform themselves regarding plant and facilities 
for delivery ofmaterial and equipment as required by the bid conditions. No plea of ignorance by the bidder 
of conditions that ~xist or that may hereafter exist as a result offailure or omission on the part ofthe bidder to 
make the necessary examinations and investigations, or failure to fulfill in every detail the requirements of the 
contract documents, will be accepted as a basis for varying the requirements of the City or the compensation 
to the vendor. . 

(c) 	 Bidders are advised that all City contracts are subject to all legal requirements provided foi' in the City Charter 
and/or applicable City Ordinances, state and federal statutes. Any bid, after being opened, becomes subject to 
the Public Infonnation Act, Government Code Chapter 552; therefore bidders must clearly indicate any 
portion of the submitted bid that the bidder claims is not subject to public inspection under the Public 
Infonnation Act.

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3. 	 DESCRIPTION OF SUPPLIES 

Any catalog or manufacturer's reference used in describing an item is merely descriptive, and not restrictive, Ulliess 
otherwise noted, and is used only to indicate type and quality of materiaL Each bid must clearly identify the 
proposed product, the quantity of the product, model, and type, as applicable. Prorata adjustments to packaging and. 
pricing may be allowed at the sole discretion of the City.

Bids, however, may be modified provided such 
modifications are sealed and received by the City Clerk prior to the time and date set for the bid opening. 
However, the City of San Antonio shall not be responsible for lost or misdirected bids or modificatiol1S. 

(c) 	 By submittal of tIllS' bid, bidder certifies to tile best of bis/her knowledge that all information is true and

7. 	 REJECTION OF BIDS 

(a) 	 The City may reject a bid if: 

I. 	 The bidder misstates or conceals any material fact in the bid; or· 

2. 	 111e bid does not strictly conform to law or the requirements of the bid; 

3. 	 111e bid is'conditional, except that the bidder may qualify the bid' for acceptance by the City on an "All 
or None" basis or a "Best Value Item" basis. An "All or None" basis bid must include all items upon 
which bids are invited. . . 
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(b) 	 In the event that a bidder is or subsequently becomes delinquent il1 the payment of his, her or its City taxes, 
including state and local sales taxes, such fact shall constitute grounds for rejection of the bid, or if awarded 
the bid, for cancellation of the contract. However, the City reserves the right to deduct any delinquent taxes 
from payments that the City may owe to the delinquent bidder as a result of such contract. 

(c) 	 The City may, reject all bids whenever it is deemed in the best interest of the City to do so, and may reject any 
part of a bid unless the bid has been qualified as provided in Par. 7 (a) 3 above. TIle City at its sole discretion 
may also waive any minor informalities or irregularities in any bid, to include failure to submit s.dftcient bid 
copies, failure to submit literature 01' similar attachments, or business affiliation infonnation. 

8. 	 WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 

Bids may not be withdrawn after the time set for the bid opening, unless approved by the City Coullcil. 

9. 	 LATE BIDS OR MODIFICATIONS 

Bids and modifications received after the time set for the bid opening will not be considered. 

10. 	 CLARIFICATION TO BID SPECIFICATIONS 

(a) 	 If any person contemplating submitting a bid for this contract is in doubt as to the true meaning of the 
specifications, other bid documents, or any part thereof, he/she may submit to the City Director ofPurchasing 
and General Services, (Director) on or before seven calendar days prior to scheduled opening, a request for 
clarification. All such requests for infOlmation shall be made in writing and the person submitting the request 
will be responsible for its prompt delivery. Any interpretation of the bid, if made, will be made only by 
Addendum duly issued. A copy of such Addendum will be· mailed or delivered to each person receiving 
bids. The City will not be responsible for any other explanation or interpretation of the proposed bid made or 
given prior to the award of the contract. Any objections to the specifications and requirements as set forth in 
this bid must be fIled in writing with the Director on or before seven calendar days prior to the scheduled 
opening. 

(b) 	 The City reserves the right to request clarification to assist in evaluating the bidder's response when the bid 
r~ponse is unclear with respect to product pricing, packaging or other factors. The information provided is 
not intended to change the bid response in any fashion and such inf011Uation must be provided within two 
days from request. 

11. 	 DISCOUNTS 

In cOllnection with allY discount offered, time will be computed from the date of receipt of supplies or services, or 
from the date a correct invoice is received, whichever is the later date. Payment is deemed to be made on the date of 
maHingof the check. 

12.. 	 AWARD OF' CONTRACT 

(a) 	 Pel' Section § 252.043 ofthe Texas Local Government Code, the contract will be awarded to either the lowest 
responsible bidder 01' to the bidder who provides goods alld/orservices at the best value for the City. In ' 
detellnining best value, the City may consider price, reputation, quality, past relationship with City, SBEDA 

. requirements, long tenn cost and any other relevant factors. 

(b) TIle City reserves the right to accept any item or group of items 011 this bid, unless the bidder qualifies hisfher 
bid by specific limitatiOllS, in ac.col'dance with Pal'.7 (a) 3 above. . 

(0) 	 A written award of a.cceptance (manifested by a City Ordinance) and appropriation mailed or otherwise 
furnished to the successful bidder results in a binding C01'ltract witIiout further actioll by either party. 
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(d) 	 The City of San Antonio reserves the right to utilize previous purchases as a basis for evaluation of bids when 
future usages are unable to be determined. 

(e) 	 Breaking of tie bids shall be in accordance with the Texas Local Govenllnent Code § 271.901. 

(f) 	 Although the infonnation furnished to bidders specified the approximate quantities needed, based on the best 
available information where a contract is let 011 a unit price basis, payment shall be based on the actual 
quantities supplied. The City reserves the right to delete items, prior to the awarding of the contract, and 
purchase said items by other means; or after the awarding of the contract, to increase or decrease the 
quantities bid in accordance with § 252.048 oftIle Texas Local Govemment Code. No changes shall be made 
without written notification ofthe City. ' . 

13. 	 BID PROTEST PROCEDURES 

Any bidder who is adversely affected in connection with the solicitation, evaluation, or proposed award of a 
contract may file a protest with the Director of Purchasing & General Services and appeal any adverse decision to 
the City Manager ofthe City of San Antonio. 

Vendor must deliver a written notice of protest to the Purchasing & General Services Director within seven (7) 
calendar days of the posting of the intent to award. If vendor does not file a written notice within this time; the 
vendor will have waived all rights to formally protest the intent to award. It is the vendor's responsibility to check 
the City's website posting: 

14. 	 DEBRIEFING 

Debriefing ofcontract award is available upon request and after award of the Contract. 

15. 	 CONTRACT TERMINATION 

TERMINATION-BREACH: 
(a) 	 Should vendor fail to fulfill in a timely and proper manner, as determined solely by the Director, its 

obligations under tins contract, or violate any of the terms of this contract, the City shall have the right to 
immediately terminate the contract. Notice of termination sliall be provided in writing to the contractor, 
effective upon the date set forth in the nonce. Such tennination shall not relieve the vendor of any liability to 
the City for. damages sustained by virtue of any breach by the vendor . 

. TERMINATION-NOTICE: 
(b) 	 The City may tenninate this contract without cause. The City shall be required to give the vendor notice ten 

'days prior to the date oftennination ofthe. contract without cause. 

TERMINATION~FUNDING: 
.(c) 	 City retains the right to terminate this contract at the expiration of eacll of City's budget pel:iods. TIlls' 

contract is conditioned on a best efforts attempt by City to obtain and appropriate fuiids for paymellt of any 
debt due by City herein. ' 

16. 	 DELIVERY OF GOODS/SERVICES 

(a) 	 All materials are to be delivered' F.O.B., City of San Antonio's designated facility. 

(b) 	 Delivery datespertah~g to this invitation must be clearly stated in the bid form where required and include 
weekends and holidays. Failure to comply with tins requirement may be a cause for disqualificatioll ofthe 
bid. Unless otherwise specified, delivery a.t the earliest date is required. The bidder will clearly state in the 
bid the time required for delivery upon receipt of contract 01' purchase order. Proposed delivery time must be 
specific and such phrases "as required", "as SOOI1 as possible" or "prompt" may result :in disqualification of 
the bid, . 	 .' 
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(c) 	 Upon award of a contract, the vendor is obligated to deliver the goods to the destination specified in the 
Invitation for Bids or the Purchase Ordel' and bears the risk of loss until delivery. If this Invitation for Bids or 
Purchase Order does not contain delivery instructions, bidders shall request instructions in writing from the 

. Director. 	If the delivery instructions contained in the Invitation for Bids allocate delivery costs and risks in a 
manner contrary to tills section, the provisions oft11is Invitation for Bids shall prevail. 

(d) 	 When delivery is not met as provided for in the contract, the Purchasing Department reserves the right to 
make the purchase on tile open market, with any cost in excess of the cOl1tract price paid by tile vendor, in 
addition to any other damages, direct or consequential, incurred by the City as a result thereof. In addition, 
failure of the vendor to meet tile contract delivery dates will be cause for removal of the vendor from tile 
City's list of eligible bidders as determined by the Purchasing & General Services Department. 

17. 	 PERFORMANCE DEPOSIT 

(a) 	 The following provisions shall apply only when a performance deposit is specified as required in this 
Invitation for Bids. 

(b) 	 The successful vendor must funllsh the City of San Antonio with a performance deposit in the amount set 
forth in the Invitation Fa! Bids. This deposit is not to be submitted with the bid. 'but must be presented to the 
Purchashlg & General Services Department witllin ten days from request. 

(0) 	 The City of San Antonio will not enter into a contract or issue a purchase order until the successful vendor has 
complied with the performance deposit provisions. 

(d) 	 The .performance deposit shall be in tile form of a performance bond (in a form acceptable to tile City 
Attorney), cashier's check, certified check upon a state or national bank or trust company, or a check on such 
bank or trust company signed by a duly authorized officer tIlereof (checks to be drawn payable to the City of 
San Antonio), or a Certificate of Deposit from such bank or trust company assigned to the City of San 
Antonio, or an irrevocable letter of credit from a state or national bank or trust company. 

(e) 	 The performance deposit of the successful vendor shall be returned by the City upon completion of the 
contract and final acceptance ofall items in accordance with conditions thereof. 

(f) 	 Failure ofsuccessful vendor to perform any oftbe services required by this contract within ten days of receipt 
of written demand for performance from City, or failure of vendor to correct or replace defective goods or 
products within ten days from receipt of written demand therefore, shall constitute a total breach of this 
contract and shall cause this contract to terminate inunediately upon the expiration of the ten day period. In 
the event of such termination, the perfolmance deposit shall be retained by the City of San Antonio as 
'liquidated damages, based upon mutual agreement and understanding betWeen vendor and- City at the time 
this bid is solicited, submitted and accepted, that tile City of San Antonio is a governmental agency engaged 
in public projects, and that the measurement of damages, which might result from a breach of the tenns and 
specifications herein-is difficult or impossible to determine. However,the D,irector With!h~c9v-<?p.rrelllce ()f.. 
the City Manager, may r.eturn all or part of the perfonnance deposit to the vendor if the Director determines, 

, 	iiI the Director's sole discretion, that tile failUre to perform the conditions of this contract was the result of 
acts 01' events over which tile vendor had no control. The determination shall then be fmal 8ndbindiog all all 
parties. 

18. 	 INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 

It is expressly understood and agreed by both parties hereto that the City is contracting witll the successful vendor 
as an illdependent contractor. TIle parties hereto understand and agree that tile City shall not be liaple for any 
claims which may be asserted. by any third party occurring in connection witll the services to be performed by the 
successful vendor under this contract and that tile successful vendor has no autllority to biod the City. 

19. 	 BID.RESULT REQUEST 
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Any party who wishes to be provided documents relating to the bid results shall make a request in writing. Pursuant 
to state law, the City may assess a fee in order to recoup the cost related to providing the requested infonnation. 

20. PATENTS/COPYRIGHTS 

The successful vendor agrees to indemnifY and hold the City harmless from any claim involving patent 
infringement or copyrights 011 goods supplied. 

21. INDEMNIFICATION 

BIDDER covenants and agrees to FULLY INDEMNIFY, DEFEND a~d HOLD HARMLESS, the 
CITY and the elected officials, employees, officers, directors, volunteers and representatives of the 
CITY, individually and collectively, from and against any and all costs, claims, liens, dam,ges, 
losses, expenses, fees, fines, penalties, proceedings, actions, demands, causes of action, liability and 
suits of anyldnd and nature, including but not limited to, personal or bodily injury, death and 
property damage, made upon the CITY directly or indirectly arising out of, resulting from or 
related to BIDDER'S activities under tbis contract, including any acts or omissions ofBIDDER, any 
agent, officer, director, representative, employee, consultant or subcontractor of BIDDER, and their 
respective officers, agents employees, directors and representatives while in the exercise of the 
rights or performance of the duties under this contract.
