(1) Amendments to the Bylaws and Articles of Incorporation of the Westside Development
Corporation (the “WDC™); and

(2) Appointment and reappointment of qualified individuals to serve as members on the WDC
Board of Directors for a two-year term, to expire on October 16, 2016.

Background

As approved by City Council Resolution No. 2006R-11-02-1255, the Bylaws and Articles of
Incorporation for the Westside Development Corporation may be amended by its Board of
Directors with approval by City Council resolution. As approved by its board on July 18 and
August 27, 2013, and February 26, 2014, the WDC seeks City Council consideration and approval
of the following amendments to the WDC Bylaws and Articles of Incorporation:

(1) To clarify there was never an intent to place term limits on the Board of Directors;
(2) To change the titles of the Executive Director and Board Officers;

(3) To amend representative categories of the Board of Directors; and

(4) To redefine what constitutes a quorum for the transaction of business.
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As approved by City Council Ordinance No. 2006-06-08-0695, the WDC Board of Directors shall
be nominated by a City Councilmember committee from Districts 1, 5, 6 and 7. This Council
