Mayor C i s n e r o s  n o t e d  t h a t  o n l y  n i n e  members of  t h e  Counc i l  were 
p r e s e n t  and asked  t h e  p roponen t  whether  h e  wanted t h e  C o u n c i l  t o  c o n s i d e r  
a postponement  u n t i l  a t i m e  when a l l  members were p r e s e n t .  

I Mr. Tom Rohde, Deve loper ,  requested the postponement .  

Mr. H a r r i n g t o n  moved that c o n s i d e r a t i o n  of  t h i s  Zoning Case be 
pos tponed f o r  30 days. Mrs. Dutmer seconded t h e  motion.  

B e f o r e  c o n s i d e r a t i o n  of  t h i s  mot ion ,  two a d d i t i o n a l  members of 
t h e  City C o u n c i l  j o i n e d  t h e  meeting.  T h e  motion t o  pos tpone  was t h e n  
wi thdrawn.  

Mr. Kerry L .  Anderson,  11500 Braesview 12308 ,  co-developer  of 
t h i s  project, n o t e d  that h e  p r o p o s e s  t o  b u i l d  two s m a l l  two-story 
b u i l d i n g s ,  He s t a t e d  h i s  w i l l i n g n e s s  t o  w o r k  w i t h  a r e a  r e s i d e n t s  t o  
a r r i v e  a t  s u i t a b l e  l a n d  u s e  p l a n s  which would meet a l l  the c r i t e r i a .  H e  
added that t h e  change i n  zon ing  would a l l o w  for a s o f t e r  more p r o f e s s i o n a l  
t enancy .  

M r .  K i l l i s  Almond, 3 4 2  Wilkens ,  p r e s e n t e d  a s i t e  p l a n  and 
a d d r e s s e d  some items of c o n c e r n  on the proposed development .  H e  spoke of 
t h e  b u i l d i n g s  c o m p a t i b i l i t y  w i t h  t h e  neighborhood.  

I Mr. Tom Rohde, 4139 G a r d e n d a l e ,  p r e s e n t e d  a p e t i t i o n  from 



ne ighbors  and s t a t e d  h e  f e l t  a m a j o r i t y  of  t h e  p e o p l e  i n  t h e  ne ighborhood 
approved t h e  rezon ing .  

Mrs. M. C i c c h e s e ,  5910 Rainmaker,  spoke  i n  f a v o r  of  t h e  r e q u e s t e d  
rezon ing  and of  t h e  enhancement o f  t h e  ne ighborhood by t h e  c o n s t r u c t i o n  of 
the proposed p r o j e c t .  

Ms. E s t h e r  C o n t r e r a s ,  551 E.  Huisache ,  spoke  a g a i n s t  t h e  
r e q u e s t e d  rezon ing  and n o t e d  t h a t  t h o s e  n e i g h b o r s  t h a t  a c t u a l l y  r e s i d e  i n  
t h e  neighorhood want t o  p r e s e r v e  i t  as a r e s i d e n t i a l  neighborhood.  They 
want t h e  M c A l l i s t e r  Freeway t o  be used a s  a b u f f e r  and development  be 
r e s t r i c t e d  e a s t  of t h e  f reeway.  

M s .  Linda Cooper D a n i e l s ,  619 E. Mulberry ,  took a s t r o n g  s t a n c e  
against zon ing  t h a t  would a l l o w  f o r  b u s i n e s s  o r  commercial  usage i n  
p r i m a r i l y  a r e s i d e n t i a l  a r e a .  She c i t e d  o t h e r  zoning s h e  c o n s i d e r e d  
b e t t e r  f o r  t h i s  p r o p e r t y  t h a n  t h e  W 1  z o n i n g .  

Mr. A 1  N o l t z o n ,  p r e s i d e n t  of t h e  Monte v i s t a  H i s t o r i c a l  
A s s o c i a t i o n ,  spoke of  a  t r e n d  towards  r e s i d e n t i a l  i n f i l l  i n t o  t h e  a r e a  and 
asked t h a t  Counci l  do n o t h i n g  t o  change t h i s .  

Mr. R.  Delgado,  543 E .  Hu i sache ,  Mr. Michae l  D a n i e l s ,  619 E .  
Mulberry,  Ms. R i t a  G a r c i a ,  530 E. Huisache ,  M s .  J a n i e  Delgado,  5 4 3  E. 
Huisache,  and Mr. Miguel M. G a r c i a ,  530 E .  Hu i sache ,  a l l  v o i c e d  t h e i r  
o p p o s i t i o n  t o  t h e  r e q u e s t e d  r e z o n i n g  b u t  r e l i n q u i s h e d  t h e i r  t ime  t o  speak  
so t h a t  o t h e r  opponen t s  c o u l d  have  t h e  o p p o r t u n i t y .  t o  a d d r e s s  t h e  
Counci l .  

Mr. Richard Deyo, 238 E Mulberry ,  spoke  of t h e  e r o s i o n  of t h e  
r e s i d e n t i a l  neighborhood s h o u l d  t h i s  r e z o n i n g  be approved.  

Mr. Hap Veltman,  9 0 7  R i v e r  Road, spoke  a g a i n s t  r e z o n i n g  a t  t h i s  
p a r t i c u l a r  l o c a t i o n .  

Ms. Joan Yow, 520 E. Huisache ,  spoke of t h e  narrow s t r e e t s  i n  
t h e  neighborhood and t h e  i n c r e a s e d  t r a f f i c  t h i s  r e z o n i n g  would c r e a t e .  

Mr. Tom Rohde, Deve loper ,  n o t e d  t h a t  h e  proposed t o  b u i l d  two 
houses and l e a s e  them f o r  o f f i c e  s p a c e .  He n o t e d  t h a t  more p e o p l e  were  i n  
f a v o r  of t h e  rezon ing  t h a n  were opposed a s  ev idenced  by h i s  p e t i t i o n .  

Mr. Archer  spoke o f  working w i t h  Ms. C o n t r e r a s  r e g a r d i n g  t h i s  
rezoning.  H e  spoke  of t h e  a r e a  a s  b e i n g  a n i c e  r e s i d e n t i a l  ne ighborhood.  

P o i n t i n g  o u t  t h e  d i f f i c u l t y  of  o b t a i n i n g  n i n e  a f f i r m a t i v e  v o t e s  
i n  a  c o n t e s t e d  r e z o n i n g ,  Mr. Archer  moved t h a t  t h e  recommendation of t h e  
Zoning Commission be approved.  Mr. A l d e r e t e  seconded t h e  mot ion .  

I n  r e sponse  t o  Mrs. Dutmer, Mr. Andy G u e r r e r o  e x p l a i n e d  t h a t  
t h e  number of n o t i c e s  r e c e i v e d  r e p r e s e n t e d  20% o p p o s i t i o n  t h u s  t h e  need 
f o r  n i n e  a f f i r m a t i v e  v o t e s  t o  approve  t h e  rezon ing .

The Zoning Commission has recommended that this request of change 
of zone be approved by the City Council. 

Mr. Eric J. Weissgarber, 430 Countrywood, requested the change of 
zone to build an office, showroom warehouse facility. He noted that the 
subject property could not be zoned residential because of its proximity 
to railroad tracks. He added that some residents of the neighborhood 
are amenable to the rezoning because of the present condition of the 
property. 

Mr. Calvin R. Kennedy, 1222 Fontaine, spoke against the r,ezoning 
request. He showed pictures of the residential neighborhood adjacent to 
the area in question and of an industrial area close to the residences,, 
He noted that businesses in the industrial area were not maintaining their 
property properly, citing Basse Truck Terminal in particular. 

Mrs. Betty ,Gatlint President of the United Home Owners 
Improvement Association, spoke against the requested rezoning. She noted 
that a recreation center or small park would better serve the community 
in this area. 

Mr. Eric Weissgarber stated that development of this property 
would have a positive impact on the neighborhood. 

Mr. Larry Crow, local developer, spoke in support of Mr. 
Weissgarber 's plan. 

In response to a question by Mr. Webb, Andy Guerrero, Planner 11, 
noted that of the residents within a 200 foot radius of the subject 
property that had been notified of the reques ted  rezoning, one had replied 
in favor and one had replied in opposition. 

In reply. to questions by Mr. Webb, Mr. Kennedy and Mrs. Gatlin 
elaborated further on their objections to the planned development. 

( A t  this point, Mayor Cisneros was obliged to leave the meeting. 
Mayor Pro Tem Ed Harrington presided,) 

Mr. Webb stated that this property cannot be developed as a 
residential piece of property.
