BE IT ORDAINED by the Commissioners of the City of San Ant'onio. 

Section 1. That permis sion is heteby granted E.Wolff to construct an eig~t inch 

sanitary sewer. 

Beginning at the en,d of 1J[rs Margaret Knight ae\·'er and extending north fifty feet 

according to plat line and grade made by the City Engineer hereto, attqched, the cost 

of said sewer being estimqted about Fifty Dollars to be paid by the said E. Wolf. The 

final actual cost to be filed with the City Engineer wi thin ten (10) days after the 

completion of the sewer.

Section 2. Said sewer when completed to become the property of the City of 

San Antonio and part of its public sewer system. 

Section 3. The City Engineer ' is hereby directed to collect the sum of Thirty 

Five ($35.00) for each and every connection made with said sewer main or house 

service going bnto said main and pay the same over to said E.Wolf not later than the 

10th of each month following the month i~ which said connection is ma de until t he sum 

of Fifty ($50.00), being the actual cost of said se Ier shall have been collected and 

paid over as afores~id, when no further collection fee of Thirty five ($35.00) shall 

be colI ect edt 

This ordinance is hereby declared to be of urg~nt importance fo'r reasons 

of p.ublic welfare apparent herefrom, and the same shall take effect at once.

The San Antonio Publio Service CompanY'. on the 29~h day .~ot·· August, 1918, in 

accordance with the ordinances of the City. filed an applioation for an increase in .ates 

and fares in its Traction ~epartment and requested a hearing. The COmmissioners of the 
... 

City of San Antonia, ·at their next regular meeting, granted said app)ioation for a hearing, 

and said hearing was set for Thursday. September 12th, 1918, at which time same was, in the 

City Cluncil Chamber, begun and continued, with various . adjournments, until Wednesday, 

Ootober 2nd, 1918, when said hearing was concluded and adjourned. 

~he Commissioners of the City of San Antonio find that the petitioner, under a 

forty year franchise prevdously seoured from the City of San Antonio, agre~d to "charge 

a five oent fare for one oontinuous ride over anyone of· their lines, with one transfer 

to or from either- line to the other". which agreement upo~ the part of the street railway 

oompany this Commission does - not consider itself authorized nor oalled upon toset aside. 

, The Commission is further of the opinion, from the facts that have been intro~ 

duced in evidence and from the investigation it has made, that an increase of fares to be 

onarged for street-car service in the limits of the City of San Antonio is, irrespeotive of 

the franchise agreement, not warranted under the conditions existent at this time; 

THEREFORE, 

~E IT ORDAINED BY THE bOI~~ISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

Seotion 1: That the applioation of the San Antonio public Service Company foil­

an increase of rates and fares in its tra.tion Department, filed on August 29th, 1918, be

and the same is hereby in all things refused and denied. 

2·' Sect ion • That no person, firm or corporation, owning, leasing or operating 

any line or lines o·f street railwaywwithin or partially within the City of San Antonio, 

nor any agent, servant or employee "of such person, firm or' corporation, shall charge a fare 
~ 

in e.eeS8 of five (5¢) oents for one continuous ride over anyAof their lines, with one 

transfer to or from either line to the other within the eorporate limits of the City of 

San AntoniO. 

Seotion 3: Any person, firm or corporation, or any se'J;Vant, agent, employee or 

officer thereof who shall violate any provi&ion: of this ordinanoe shall be guilty of ' a 

misdemeanor, ana upon oonviotion thereof shall be fined in any sum of not Ieee that One 

($1.00) Dollar nor more than ~wenty-five ( $25.00)~Dollars. _ and each separa~e oharge or 

collection of any fare in excess of that proV1dewor herein, '. or .reflleal to give trimefer ' 

as prov1ded herein, shall ,constitute a separate offense. . . 
Section 4: Any person, firm, association or corporation enjoying any pablio 

franohise within tae limits of the City of San AntoniO, or holding any publio privilege 
, . 

or right to render public service for profit within the City, who shall -willfully violate 

the provisions of this ordinance or who shall inorease the rates charged the publio in 

v40lation hereof, shall subject itself to a forfeiture of sucH franchise rights, if any it 

m~y have, and the same may be forfeited by the Board of Oommissioners of the City of 

San Antonio upsn sue grounds, after ten days' notice to the holder of such franchise right • 

Section 5: All ordinanoes and parts of ordinanoes in conflict herewith are here­

by repealed.

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Section 6: . This ordinanoe, being of urgent pub1io importanae by reason of faots 

apparent upon the faoe thereof and being neoessary for the immediate preservation of publio 

welfare and ~afety, shall be and beclome effeotive from and immediately after its passage lIB 

and approval.

to Cunningham Street lies wholly within the military reservation of the United states of 

America; and. 

WHEREAS. it would be to the mutual benefit and advan~.age of ~h~' United States. 

the C1 ty of San Ant oni 0 and the public at large that the government 0 f the Unit ed stat es 

should exercise control and jurisdiction over that portion of said street, and sa1d 

Government has requested the City of San Antonio to release to it such authority and 

control; Now Therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED .BY THE COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO:

Section 1. That that port ion of North Pine street , lying and' being s1 tuat"ed wi thin the 

mil~tary reservation of the United States of America, extending from Nika Street north­

ward to Cunningham street, be and the same is hereby closed to the public, for the use and 

benefit of the Government of the United States of America • 

Section 2: The jurisdiction, use, control and posse'ssion of that portion of said street 

described ih Section 1 hereof be and the same is hereby ceded, released and relinquished by 

the City of San Antonio to the Government of the United states of America. "
