Mrs. Patricia Ozuna, representing Communities Organized for 
Public Service (COPS), spoke briefly of problems encountered with the firm 
in other projects in the City. 

Mr. Estanislada Contreras, also representing COPS, s t a t e d  that 
the Meader f i r m  used certain church property for o f f i c e  and equipment 
storage purposes far more than one year. 

Mrs. Ozuna s t a t e d  that representatives of the firm have refused 
to meet with COPS representatives to discuss this matter, and asked that 
action on the proposed Ordirlance today be postponed until after such a 
meeting is held. 

Mr. Eureste asked that the matter today be postponed, providing 
in this manner a message to the Meader firm t h a t  it must d e a l  w i t n  the 
cammunity on  its projects. He stated that the firm used certain church

p r o p e r t y  w i t h  t h e  u n d e r s t a n d i n g  t h a t  i t  would be o n l y  a t empora ry  measure ,  
y e t  t h a t  usage had ex tended  f o r  more t h a n  a y e a r  p a s t  t h e  i n i t i a l  
agreed-upon t e r m i n a t i o n  d a t e  f o r  such  usage, He f u r t h e r  n o t e d  t h a t  the 
f i rm r e f u s e s  t o  d i s c u s s  t h e  m a t t e r  w i t h  t h e  church  o r  COPS, and s t a t e d  
cha t  a t e n t a t i v e  mee t ing  w i t h  t h e  firm h a s  been s e t  f o r  tomorrow n i g h t ,  
s u b j e c t  to c o n f i r m a t i o n .  

Mr. Thompson spoke of h i s  c o n c e r n  t h a t  a much-needed d r a i n a g e  
p r o j e c t  might  be h e l d  up i n  t h e  p r o c e s s .  

Mrs. Ozuna b r i e f l y  e x p l a i n e d  t h e  i n i t i a l  ve rba l  agreement  between 
t h e  Meader f i r m  and t h e  c h u r c h  i n v o l v e d ,  c a l l i n g  f o r  a t empora ry  
three-month usage  of c h u r c h  p r a p e r t y  a s  s t o r a g e  f a r  t h e  f i r m ' s  equipment .  
She noted  t h a t  t h e  Meader f i r m  moved o n t o  t h e  church  p r o p e r t y  i n  A p r i l  of 
1982 and moved o u t  o n l y  one week ago, s t a t i n g  that t h e  f i r m  made i ts  
f a c i l i t y  on church  p r o p e r t y  i n t o  a semi-permanent f a c i l i t y .  She s t a t e d  ' 

f u r t h e r  t h a t  t h e  church  was u n s u c c e s s f u l  i n  g e t t i n g  i n  t o u c h  w i t h  t h e  
company o f f i c i a l s  on t h e  m a t t e r  f a r  a l e n g t h y  p e r i o d  of t ime,  and now 
n e g o t i a t i o n s  a r e  underway on payment t o  t h e  church  f a r  t h e  use of i t s  
p r o p e r t y .  

I n  r e s p o n s e  t o  a q u e s t i o n  by Mr. Thompson, Mr. -Frank K i o l b a s s a ,  
Director of P u b l i c  Works, d i s c u s s e d  e l e m e n t s  o f  t i m i n g  i n  r e l a t i o n  t o  t h i s  
c o n t r a c t  and t h e  r a m i f i c a t i o n s  o f  d e l a y .  H e  a l s o  spoke of c e r t a i n  d e t a i l s  
of t h e  f i r m ' s  d i s p u t e  with t h e  church .  

Mr. Wing s t a t e d  h i s  b e l i e f  t h a t  t h e  Meader f i r m  is n o t  r e s p o n s i v e  to  t h e  community. 

M s .  B e t r i o z a b a l  spoke of h e r  b e l i e f  t h a t  t h e  f i r m  is i n s e n s i t i v e  
t o  the problems of the community, and spoke s p e c i f i c a l l y  of a c t i o n s  t a k e n  
i n  r e g a r d  t o  t h e  Saunders S t r e e t  P r o j e c t .  She s t a t e d  t h a t  t h e r e  is a 
p a t t e r n  to t h i s  i n s e n s i t i v i t y ,  and spoke i n  favor  of p o s t p o n i n g  t h e  
o r d i n a n c e .  

Mrs. ~utrn&'r  spoke  against t h e  postponement ,  n o t i n g  t h a t  t h i s  is 
an i m p o r t a n t  d r a i n a g e  p r o j e c t .  She a l s o  spoke  t o  Meader 's  good work in 
r e l a t i o n  to t h e  Drexe l  Street P r o j e c t .  

Mr. A l d e r e t e  %hde a s u b s t i t u t e  motion t h a t  a c t i o n  on t h i s  
proposed o r d i n a n c e  be d e l a y e d  one week. Mr. E u r e s t e  seconded t h e  mot ion .  

Mr. E u r e s t e  spoke o f  h i s  c o n c e r n  w i t h  t h e  City staff's r o l e  i n  
r e l a t i o n  t o  e n f o r c i n g  c o n t r a c t s  w i t h  t h e  C i t y ,  and c i t e d  one c a s e  of a 
c i t i z e n ' s  problems w i t h  a c o n t r a c t o r  on a damaged f e n c e  from work on a 
p r o j e c t  i n  Columbia H e i g h t s ,  and t h e  C i t y ' s  d i s c l a i m e r s  of r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  
for damages. H e  s t a t e d  h i s  b e l i e f  t h a t  t h e  C i t y  is n o t  a g g r e s s i v e  enough 
i n  pursuing s o l u t i o n s  t o  community problems.

fund ing  f o r  t h e i r  program. She stated t h a t  last year the C i t y  had 
p rov ided  t h e i r  agency with 60 p e r c e n t  of t h e i r  budge t ,  and s t a t e d  t h a t  
t h e y  a r e  r e q u e s t i n g  t h a t  t h e  C i t y  fund ing  be i n  t h e  amount of $120,000. 
She t h e n  asked members of t h e  program to a d d r e s s  t h e  C i t y  Counc i l .  

Ms. Rincan,  Belen Gonza les ,  Vangie I b a r r a ,  Debbie Rmero and 
Debra Ann Voigh t  t h e n  spoke a b o u t  t h e i r  p e r s o n a l  e x p e r i e n c e s  with the 
Womens' Employment Program and t h e  a s s i s t a n c e  provided them which enab led  
them t o  t r a i n  f o r  j o b s  and g e t  o f f  the w e l f a r e  t o l l s .

I n  r e s p o n s e  t o  same q u e s t i o n s  by Mr. ~ a r r i n ~ t o n ,  Mrs. Ochoa 
s t a t e d  t h a t  116 women were a s s i s t e d  t o  d a t e ,  She s c r i b e d  t h e  program i n  
d e t a i l  and spoke  about t h e  f u n c t i o n  of  t h e  program w $h i c h  mainstreams women 
i n t o  t h e  job m a r k e t ,  She stated t h a t  t h e  Wes t s ide  Parish C o a l i t i o n  is 
made up of six w e s t s i d e  churches .  

Mrs. Dutmer s t a t e d  t h a t  s h e  w i l l  be c o n t a c t i n g  ~ r s .  Pat T u r n e r  of 
t h e  Texas A&M E x t e n s i o n  School  to see a b o u t  t h e  p o s s i b i l i t y  a£ working 
w i t h  t h i s  group, 

MR. MIKE SMITH - -  
Mr. M i k e  Smi th ,  P r e s i d e n t  of t h e  Taxpayers '  League, spoke t o  t h e  

Counc i l  about t h e  r e c e n t  news s t o r i e s  a b a u t  t h e  p o s s i b l e  t a x  i n c r e a s e  by 
t h e  C i t y .  They are  s t r o n g l y  opposed t o  any t a x  i n c r e a s e  a t  this time. H e  
spoke to the r e a p p r a i s a l  s t u d y  and t h e  e f f e c t  on homeowners' and a l s o  
spoke  on t h e  d i f f e r e n t  e n t i t i e s  i n  t h e  a r e a  r a i s i n g  taxes .  H e  a l s o  spoke 
a b o u t  user fees i n  a l l  phases  of government be ing i n c r e a s e d .  H e  stated 
t h a t  an  i n c r e a s e  i n  p r o p e r t y  t a x e s  w i l l  s t i f l e  grawth. H e  recommended 
t h a t  the p r e s e n t  l e v e l  o f  t a x a t i o n  be f r o z e n  and t h a t  o t h e r  cost e f f e c t i v e  
cuts be made s u c h  a s  Counc i l  t r a v e l .  

Mrs. Dutmer s t a t e d  t h a t  s h e  t o o  is a member of  t h e  
Taxpayers  ' League, however,  the exempt ions  t o  s e n i o r  c i t i z e n s  and 
handicapped c i t i z e n s  have r e a l l y  p u t  a burden  on t h e  C i t y  and spoke to t h e  
f a c t  that t h e  C i t y  of San Antonio has  n o t  r a i s e d  t a x e s  for over 15 y e a r s .  
A t a x  i n c r e a s e  w i l l  a l s o  improve C i t y  s e r v i c e s .  

. I n  r e s p o n s e  t o  Mr. Smith ,  Mr. Eureste s t a t e d  t h a t  t h e  C i t y  P u b l i c  
S e r v i c e  s h o r t f a l l  is one of t h e  r e a s o n s  n e c e s s a r y  f o r  t h e  p r o p e r t y  t a x  
i n c r e a s e .  H e  s t a t e d  t h a t  i f  1983-84 C i t y  P u b l i c  S e r v i c e  revenues  exceed 
t h e  e s t i m a t e d  r e v e n u e ,  he would be w i l l i n g  t n  rebate these monies t o  t h e  
t a x p a y e r s .  
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MR. JAKE FLORES - - 
M r .  Jake Flores, El Mercado Merchants Association, read a 

prepared statement to the Cauncil regarding their concerns on the 
collectian of utility fees from the tenants. A copy of Mr. Flores' 
statement is on file with the papers of this meeting. 

After discussion, Mr. Alderete asked that s t a f f  be directed to 
work with El Mercado Merchants Association, to work out a method of 
collecting the utility fees and report back t o  the City Council in 30 
days. Mr. Thompson seconded the motion. 

Mr. Bill Donahue, Assistant City Manager, stated that the City 
s t a f f  has been working on this issue with the merchants and spoke about 
the need to work out a formula that will be equitable to all merchants.

ISARIAS DIAZ - 
Mr. Isarias L. Diaz, President of El Mercado Merchants 

Association, spoke to t h e  C i t y  Cauncil about their concerns with a recent 
annexation approved by the City Council an July 21, 1983. He s t a t e d  that 
at that meeting, the City Cauncil and the El Mercado Merchants 
Association, had been assured that the Mercado Square name of the new mall 
would be changed. To d a t e ,  conversations with the attorneys Ear the Mall 
have not r e s u l t e d  in anything concrete being done to effect the name 
change. He stated that ,they intend to begin legal proceedings to resolve 
this issue. He asked for the Council's support in this issue. 

Ms. ~ e r r i n ' z a b a l  referred to a memorandum she had written the City 
Manager dated August 10, 1983, on this very issue. ( A  capy of the 
memorandum is on file with the papers of this meeting.) She asked that 
the City Attorney's of ce work with the owners of the new mall to find R o u t  the status of the agreement which had been discussed at the July 21, 
1983 Council meeting, , 

Mrs. Dutmer also expressed concern about the statements made at 
the July 21, 1983 Council meeting. 

Mrs. Dutmer also expressed concern about the statements made at 
the July 21 Cauncil meeting and that documents were shown which assured 
the Council of the name change procedure being initiated. 

A discussian then took place on the responsibility of the City 
and the poss ib le  litigation involved. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the City needs t o  involve itself and 
move forward since the tenants.)are the merchants and the landlord in this 
case is the City. 

Mr, Eureste stated that the City Council can consider 
deannexation and this may cause the mall owners to reconsider their 
inaction an this request, 

Ms. Abbey Antuna, Attorney representing El Mercado Merchants 
Association, referred to a memorandum written by the City Attorney's 
office dated  July 25, 1983 ( a  capy of which is on file with the papers of 
this meeting). She spoke about the concerns of the merchants at El 
Mercado and the possible litigation involved.

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After discussion, Ms. Berriozabal moved to direct the City 
Manager to look into this matter and investigate whether litigation may be 
warranted, Mr. Eureste seconded the motion. 

Mr. Bill Donahue, Assistant City Manager, stated that there are 
several legal issues involved. He s t a t e d  that Mrs. d it Cahill of the City 
Attorney's Office has been working on this matter and will have a report 
ready in two to three days.

MRS. MARIA DOMINGUEZ - 
Mrs. Maria Dominguez commended the speakers for the Womens' 

Employment Program of the Westside Parish Coalition. She stated that 
these women are really struggling to provide f o r  their families. 

Mrs. Dorninguez spoke of the need of continuing to bring 
money-making conventions to San Antonio, and commented an the problems of 
the City not being able to attract such conventions. 

MR. AL NOTZON - - 
Mr. Notzon, Executive Director of the Alano Area Council of 

governments and President of the Monte Vista Neighborhood Association, 
asked what actions the City plans to take concerning the matter of A l a m a  
Stadium and its proposed usage for the United States Football League entry 
from San Antonio, and also what actions would have to be taken by South 
Texas Sports, Inc. in order to bring on any City action against it. He 
stated his belief that construction on a proposed artificial surface on 
the football field would seem to indicate a violation of the 1939 City 
ord inance  prohibiting use of Alamo Stadium far a prof it-making venture. 
He also volunteered his neighborhood organization's help in seeking a 
better location for a pro football stadium. 

MRS. EDITH MOLNAR - 
Mrs. Molnar , representing Alamo Carriage Service, asked for the 

Council's assistance in allowing horse-drawn carriages to operate past the 
present midnight shutdown time, noting that an occasion, a loaded carriage 
is forced to stop and off-load its passengers in mid-tour, at midnight. 

Mr. Thompson stated his belief that the midnight c u t a f f  time is 
not meant to be rigidly enforced to the point of forcing a carriage to 
halt in mid-tour and off-load its passengers. He stated that as Chairman 
of the Council I s  Transportation Committee, he would meet with Mr. Roger 
Ibarra ,  Supervisor of public Utilities, and seek a possible solution. 

Mr. Eureste questioned the need for the midnight curfew. 

Ms. Berriazabal spoke to the need of the carriage firm to more 
closely monitor the matter of hygiene relative to its horses. 

Mr. Wing spoke of complaints having been received of certain 
odors emanating from horse-drawn carriages located in front of the Alama, 
and spoke of the need to do something about this situation. 

Mrs. Molnar stated that what is needed there is access to a water 
source so that drivers can hose down any odor-producing matter. 
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Mr. Alexander E. Brisencr,  A s s i s t a n t  City Manager, stated that 
City staff would check into the matters.
