M r .  Tom Raffe ty ,  Direc tor  of Aviation, explained t h a t  t he  
est imated c o s t  of t h e  parking l o t  expansion is $24,500.00. The 
taxiway and t h r e e  63% storm drainage i n s t a l b a t i o n s  w i l l  c o s t  
$10,000.00. This w i l l  provide 400 add i t i ona l  spaces,  f o r  an 
o v e r a l l  t o t a l  of 1 , 0 0 0  parking spaces.  I t  was explained t h a t  
unless  it i s  a very l a rge  p r o j e c t  City engineers  a r e  used. 
However, t h e  S t a f f ' s  work load i s  such t h a t  they a r e  recommending 
an ou t s ide  engineer be h i red  f o r  t h i s  p ro jec t .  Everything being 
done is wi th  a view t o  handling t h e  l a rge  passenger a i r c r a f t s .  
The Master Plan provides f o r  expansion and development of t he  
a i r p o r t  through 1996 .  

The Mayor suggested t h a t  when s eve ra l  f l i g h t s  come i n  a t  
t h e  same t i m e  t h a t  a s i gn  be placed by each baggage conveyor 
saying t h a t  baggage from a c e r t a i n  f l i g h t  can be picked up t he r e ,  

M r .  Raffety s t a t e d  t h a t  they have a s i m i l a r  system i n  
which an announcement i s  made over t h e  loudspeaker i n  t h e  baggage 
a rea  s t a t i n g  from which conveyor passengers may pick up t h e i r  
baggage. The problem i s  t h a t  t he  t ruck  d r i v e r  does no t  always 
put  t h e  baggage on t he  r i g h t  conveyor. This w i l l  be brought t o  
t h e  a t t e n t i o n  of t h e  a i r  l i n e s  who are p a r t i c i p a t i n g  i n  t h i s  
system.

M r .  Bob F r a z e r ,  Director of  Parks  and Recreation, expla ined  
t h a t  t h i s  is  a Federa l  Program t o  provide  summer jobs f o r  c o l l e g e  
s t u d e n t s .  San Antonio p a r t i c i p a t e d  i n  t h i s  program l a s t  summer as 
a p i l o t  p r o j e c t  and found it t o  be b e n e f i c i a l .  Most of t h e  s t u d e n t s  
h i r e d  w i l l  be r e s i d e n t s  of San Antonio who need jobs i n  o r d e r  t o  
cont inue  t h e i r  educa t ion .  S tudents  are q u a l i f i e d  by t h e  c o l l e g e s  
and r e f e r r e d  t o  t h e  C i t y .  These s t u d e n t s  w i l l  be used t o  f i l l  
p o s i t i o n s  i n  t h e  r e g u l a r  budgeted summer r e c r e a t i o n  program. By 
doing t h i s ,  70% of t h e i r  salaries w i l l  be pa id  wi th  Fede ra l  funds.  
They w i l l  f i l l  p o s i t i o n s  of Playground Leader Aide,  Clerical Aide, 
Laborer ,  Maintenance Man, S tudent  A s s i s t a n t  and Lifeguard.  While 
$78,000.00 i s  being se t  a s i d e  f o r  t h i s  program, it w i l l  on ly  cost 
t h e  C i t y  between $10,000.00 and $20,000.00. 

M r .  F razer  then  d i scussed  t h e  shor t age  of l i f e g u a r d s  and 
t h e  program f o r  t r a i n i n g  and r e c r u i t i n g  them. H e  f e l t  it would be  
less of a problem t h i s  year .  

M r .  Torres and D r .  Nielsen sugges ted  t h e  l i f e g u a r d  t r a i n i n g  
program f o r  youths  who l ive  near neighborhood pools .  The C i t y  
Manager was asked t o  make a S t a f f  r e p o r t  on t h e  p o s s i b i l i t y  of  
such a program.

T h e r e  was 
a projection of land no t  offered for sale a t  t h e  t i m e ,  as w e l l  as  
one ( 1 )  residence and s o m e  other vacant property. T h e  School 
D i s t r i c t  w a n t e d  t o  go ahead and buy t h a t  property and exchange it 
w i t h  t h e  C i t y  for t h e  5 . 7 0 8  acres, w h i c h  i s  being sold t o  t h e m  by 
t h i s  ordinance. T h i s  could not  be done, because of State l a w ,  
w h i c h  r equ i res  bids be t aken  i n  the  sale of pr iva te  land. T h e  C i t y  
w e n t  ahead and bought that  land for $ 4 1 , 1 2 0 . 0 0  and the  School 
D i s t r i c t  agreed t o  bid the  a m o u n t  w h i c h  it cost the  C i t y ,  i n  order 
t o  acquire the  5 . 7 0 8  acres.

BE I T  RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

That t h e  Ci ty  Manager i s  hereby author ized t o  prepare,  submit and 
s ign  an app l i ca t i on  on behalf of t h e  C i ty  of San Antonio. A 
copy is a t tached here to  and made a p a r t  hereof .  

Po l ice  Chief George Bichsel  s t a t e d  t h a t  t he  Resolution 
proposes t o  au thor ize  t h e  Ci ty  Manager t o  submit an app l i ca t i on  
f o r  g r a n t s  i n  c e r t a i n  ca t ego r i e s ,  which they hope w i l l  be financed 
by t h e  Law Enforcement Assis tance Administration through t h e  
Criminal J u s t i c e  Council i n  some ins tances  and some through 
d i s c r e t i ona ry  funds i n  o the r  ins tances .  H e  then reviewed t h e  
t e n t a t i v e  proposals  f o r  law enforcement g r an t s ,  which provides 
f o r  t r a i n i n g  and establ ishment  of a t a sk  fo r ce  t o  work i n  areas 
of Robbery with Firearms, Muggings, Burglar ies ,  Auto Thef t s ,  
Gang Fights  and Shootfngs, Narcotic Ac t iv i t y ,  Unlawful Weapons 
and C i t i z en  In te l l igence .  

Chief Bichsel a l s o  discussed with t h e  Council t h e  program 
of Job Placement f o r  Ex-convicts, Specia l  Survei l lance  f o r  
Organized C r i m e ,  Long Range Recrui t ing,  De tox i f i ca t ion  Center and 
Rehab i l i t a t ion  of Narcot ic  Addicts. 

The Chief s t a t e d  t h a t  it w i l l  t ake  some t i m e  t o  prepare 
t h e  app l i ca t i on  and wanted t h e  Council ' s  f e e l i n g s  on what should 
be included i n  it. 

Discussion brought ou t  t h a t  t he r e  i s  no funding provided 
a t  t h i s  t i m e .  When g r a n t  funds are approved, an ordinance w i l l  
be presented t o  t h e  Ci ty  Council f o r  funding of t h e  programs. 
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It was the sentiment of the Council that the Resolution 
should be approved, so that the Staff can proceed to prepare the 
application. But, prior to finalizing same, it should be again 
presented to the Council to determine what additional projects 
should be included and priorities be given them.

Police Chief George Bichsel stated that the City has 
received $4,100.00 from the Criminal Justice Council to inaugurate 
a communications study wlth a view to creating a new dispatcher's 
office to service the Sheriff's Department and other cities in the 
County who want to participate, insofar as fire and police 
communications are concerned. The Ordinance also provides for a 
Crime Lab and Medical Examiner Feasibility Study with the view of 
creating a lab such as the one in Austin operated by the State.

70-13 Mrs. Cockrell then discussed with the Council the 
Indianapolis Plan in which individual police officers use patrol 
cars while off duty. While such a plan requires an additional 
investment in vehicles, she understood that results have been 
beneficial in having that many more additional police cars visible, 
even though the policemen are off duty. 

Police Chief Bichsel stated that there is quite a bit of 
interest in this plan by police officers. 



Pol ice  Chief Bichsel w a s  asked t o  submit a S t a f f  r e p o r t  
on t he  Indianapol is  Plan. 

Pol ice  Chief Biehsel then s t a t e d  t h a t  he had received a  
l e t t e r ,  addressed to  t h e  Mayor, from t h e  National League of C i t i e s ,  
which a sks  San Antonio t o  p a r t i c i p a t e ,  a s  one of t he  29 l a r g e s t  
c i t ies ,  i n  a  program, which they w i l l  sponsor under a  Federal  Grant. 
The program w i l l  r equ i r e  t h e  part-t ime s e rv i ce s  of an o f f i c e r  and 
a  s ec r e t a ry ,  which w i l l  c o s t  about $5,500.00 a  year.  The purpose 
of t he  program i s  t o  make a  survey of law enforcement problems 
throughout t h e  Country. The League i n  t u r n  would o f f e r  a s s i s t ance  
i n  helping decide what programs would he lp  solve  t h e  problems. 

C i ty  Manager Henckel s t a t e d  t h a t  he would no t  recommend 
p a r t i c i p a t i o n  i n  t h e  program, a s  t h e  C i ty  would g e t  a copy of t h e  
r e p o r t ,  s i nce  t he  C i ty  i s  a  member of t h a t  organizat ion.  H e  f e l t  
t h a t  t he  C i ty  would not g e t  t h e  b e n e f i t  f o r  t h e  amount of money 
expended f n  such a  program. H e  f e l t  t h e  money could be used b e t t e r  
i n  o the r  programs, a s  t h e  problems of San Antonio a r e  no t  t h e  same 
a s  i n  t h e  o the r  major c i t i es .

CHILLED WATER RATES - HEMISFAIR 

The C i ty  Manager made t h e  following statement:  

1 passed t o  t h e  Council the proposed changes i n  t h e  Chi l l ed  
Water Rates. The S ta f f  of t h e  Ci ty  and t h e  Water Board have been 
working f o r  q u i t e  some t i m e  on t h e  proposed changes i n  t h e  Chi l led  
Water Rates a t  HemisFair Plaza,  A s  you a r e  w e l l  aware, t h i s  has 
been one of t h e  major problems i n  securing lessees f o r  t h e  
f a c i l i t i e s  i n  t h e  Plaza. The changes i n  essence a r e  (1) w e  w i l l  
provide and abide by our p resen t  con t r ac t  with t h e  Water Board, 
which provides f o r  seven cen t s  [3C3 per  t on  hour f o r  t h e  f i r s t  
2500 tons ,  f i v e  cen t s  (5C) f o r  t h e  next  75 t on  hours and two cen t s  
(2C) f o r  a l l  i n  add i t i on ,  with a  minimum monthly charge which would 
be two d o l l a r s  ($2.00) per  t on  of demand. This  is t h e  p resen t  
con t r ac t  t h a t  w e  now have with t h e  Water Board. 

Under t h e  proposed change, the  c o n t r a c t ,  a s  now e x i s t s ,  
would s t a y  i n  e f f e c t ,  except  t h e  Convention Center ,  t h e  Lone S t a r  
Pav i l ion ,  Tower of t h e  Americas, t h e  Texas Pav i l ion  and t h e  Federa l  
Pavi l ion  would be served a s  they a r e  p resen t ly ,  by d i r e c t  s e r v i c e  
from t h e  Water Board. A l l  of t h e  customers i n  HemisFair Plaza 
would be b i l l e d  by t h e  Ci ty .  The Water Board would i n s t a l l  meters 
on each f a c i l i t y ,  s o  t h a t  every lessee would pay f o r  exac t l y  t h e  
amount of tonnage t h a t  he a c t u a l l y  uses ,  r a t h e r  than on an 
es t imate ,  a s  they have been doing i n  t h e  pas t .  The Ci ty  would 
then charge t h e  use rs  under t h e  following r a t e :  f i v e  cen t s  (5C) 
per  ton  hour f o r  t h e  f i r s t  75 tons ,  two cen t s  (2e)  per  ton  hour 
on a l l  i n  excess of t h e  f i r s t  75, with a  minimum charge of one 
d o l l a r  ($1.00) per  t on  of demand. This r a t e ,  according t o  our 
engineering s t a f f ,  would be comparable t o  t h e  r a t e  f o r  a i r  
condit ioning i n  s i m i l a r  f a c i l i t i e s  w i t h  square footage i n  o the r  
a r ea s  of t h e  Ci ty .  I n  o t h e r  words, w e  th ink t h i s  is a competi t ive 
r a t e  and would no t  be excessive of what a  lessee would pay i f  he 
was r en t i ng  t h e  same amount of square footage i n  some o t h e r  
f a c i l i t y  i n  San Antonio. I n  essence,  it would mean t h a t  t he  C i ty  
would pay t h e  d i f f e r ence  between t h e  c o s t  of c h i l l e d  water t o  t h e  
Water Board and t h e  c o s t  t h a t  we r ece ive  -- t h e  revenue we r ece ive  
from our concessionaires .  The second page i n d i c a t e s  what t h e  
monthly charges would be and what t h e  l o s s  t o  t h e  Ci ty  would be. 
This i s  t h e  maximum l o s s  t h a t  we f e e l  w e  would rece ive  i n  t h i s  
per iod ,  which amounts annually t o  $30,000.00. This  would be a  
subsidy i n  essence t o  t h e  Water Board f o r  t h e  opera t ion  of t h e  
c h i l l e d  water.  And t h e  subsidy i n  t h i s  case  would be paid by t h e  
C i ty  and no t  by t h e  users .  I n  r e t u r n ,  t h e  Water Board would no t  
r eques t  from the  C i ty ,  add i t i ona l  funds f o r  subsidy, according t o  
t h e  ordinance t h a t  t h e  Council passed a t  t h e  t i m e  t h e  Chi l l ed  
Water Plan was const ructed .  I personal ly  f e e l  t h i s  is  a very 
f a i r  method of subs id iz ing t h e  Water Board, because it i s  our 
ob l i ga t i on ,  I th ink t h a t  i t ' s  the  only way t h a t  w e ' r e  going t o  
g e t  concess ionai res  i n t o  HemisFair Plaza. W e  have q u i t e  a  number 
of leases t h a t  a r e  pending t h a t  we've been holding up u n t i l  w e  
could g e t  a  determinat ion on t he  Chi l led  Water Rates.  M r .  Van Dyke 
and I have discussed t h i s  on numerous occasions.  W e  discussed it 
yesterday.  H e  i s  i n  f u l l  accord and i f  t h e  Council i s  i n  accord, 
w e  w i l l  have t h e  necessary ordinances next week amending t h e  p resen t  
con t r ac t  with t h e  Water Board and providing f o r  t h e  charges f o r  our  
concessionaires .  
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Councilman Torres s t a t e d  <ha% i n  view of t he  Ci ty  At torney 's  
opnnion of a few weeks ago saying t h a t  a d ~ r e c t  subsidy t o  t h e  Ci ty  
Water Board, under t he  p resen t  agreement, would be i l l e g a l ,  he asked 
h i s  view on t h e  proposed new r a t e  s t r u c t u r e .  

C i ty  Manager Henckel s t a t e d  t h a t  under t h e  ' 6 3  Ordinance, 
it was a d i r e c t  subsidy t o  t h e  Ci ty  Water Board, Under t he  proposed 
r a t e  s t r u c t u r e ,  t h e  Ci ty  of San Antonio i s  paying t he  Ci ty  Water 
Board under t h e  t e r m s  of i ts  con t r ac t  and w i l l  charge t h e  C i t y ' s  
customers less f o r  t h e  se rv ices .  The C i ty  i s  absorbing an 
opera t iona l  l o s s  on se rv ice  t o  customers.

H e  s t a t e d  t h a t  a meeting has been arranged with 
t he  Highway Department, San Antonio Chamber of Commerce, County 
Judges of 1 2  Counties and Commissioners i n  t he  immediate a rea  of 
San A n t o n i ~ ,  They w i l l  meet with t h e  Highway Commission i n  Austin 
on Tuesday morning. The Resolution reques t s  t h e  Texas Highway 
Department t o  g e t  busy and bu i l d  t h e  North Expressway. H e  f e l t  
t h a t  t h e  Highway Department, with s t rong  urging,  w i l l  proceed t o  
bu i l d  t h e  highway without Federal  p a r t i c i p a t i o n  and t h i s  i s  what 
he in tends  t o  reques t  t h a t  they do,

WHEREAS, the citizenship of Texas and San Antonio has the utmost 
confidence in its State Highway Commission, and

construction of thss project, NOW, THEREFORE, 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

That the Clty of San Antonlo does now duly call upon the State 
Highway Cornassnow to fulfflk thear part of the cooperative 
agreement and proceed w ~ t h  the construction of the project 
utilizing whatever funds and legal action that may be required. 

Dr NiePsen then read the Resolution, which he introduced 
at the meetsng of March 19" and moved ~ t s  adoption, The motion 
was seconded by Mr, Tarres.

M r .  Torres  s t a t e d  he would l i k e  t o  see D r .  Nie lsen ' s  
Resolution be included a s  p a r t  of t h e  Mayor's Resolution. 

Af ter  d i scuss ion ,  M r .  Torres  made a s u b s t i t u t e  motion 
urging t h e  Texas Highway Department t o  i n i t i a t e  a s tudy f o r  an 
a l t e r n a t e  rou te  f o r  t h a t  segment of t h e  North Expressway between 
Mulberry and Tuxedo Avenues, i n  accordance with Secre tary  Volpe's 
memorandum of December 23, 1969. The motion was seconded by 
D r .  Nielsen.

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WHEREAS, i t  is advisable ,  wi th in  t h e  r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s  imposed 
upon t h i s  Council, t o  determine t h e  exac t  s t a t u s  of such 
p ro j ec t  by a r e p o r t  i n  wr i t i ng  from appropr ia te  Ci ty  
personnel,  S t a t e  Highway Department personnel. That 
r e p o r t  t o  be submitted a s  expedi t ious ly  a s  poss ib le ,  
p a r t i c u l a r l y  because most members, and a s  a mat ter  of 
f a c t ,  a l l  members of t h i s  Council, a s  f a r  a s  I ' m  
concerned, have never had any opportuni ty t o  consider  
t h e  apparent ly  unforeseen l e g a l  and po l icy  rami f ica t ions  
the reof ,  NOW, THEREFORE,

c o s t s  expended, probable f u t u r e  c o s t s ,  i f  pursued, 
p resen t  l e g a l  s t a t u s  and probable d a t e  of cons t ruc t ion  
and completion wi th in  t he  app l icab le  framework of t h e  
law. 

Af ter  d i scuss ion ,  t h e  motion f a i l e d  by t h e  following vote:

70-13 CITIZENS TO BE HEARD 

FREE SCHOOL -S - DEL C v  

M r .  Leonard Qu in l i n  spoke concerning t h e  f r e e  school 
lunches i n  t h e  Model C i t i e s  Area f o r  ch i l d r en  a t t end ing  parochia l  
schools.  H e  s t a t e d  t h a t  he supported t h e  philosophy of separa t ion  
of Church and S t a t e .  H e  a l s o  agreed with t h e  Model C i t i e s  Program 
and t h e  School Lunch Program, as w e l l  a s  t h e  Supreme Court 
dec i s ions  on t h e  sub jec t .  

M r .  Stephen Harvasty a l s o  spoke concerning t h e  f r e e  school 
lunch program and t h e  t h i r d  pa r ty  c o n t r a c t  between t he  San Antonio 
Independent School D i s t r i c t  and t h e  Cathol ic  Archdiocese. H e  
s t a t e d  t h a t  he had received a copy of t h e  C i ty  At torney 's  opinion 
on t he  sub j ec t  and took exception t o  same. 

ABC RENDERING PLANT 

M r .  Jay  Sam Levy, represent ing  t h e  ABC Rendering P l an t ,  
asked t he  Council t o  consider  t h e  following. 

Two years  ago a s u i t  was f i l e d  by t h e  S t a t e  of Texas t o  
en jo in  t h e  ABC P l a n t  with re fe rence  t o  po l lu t ion .  The P l a n t  wae 
o r i g i n a l l y  ou t s ide  of t h e  C i ty  and r e f u s e  and po l l u t i on  was going 
i n t o  Leon Creek. ABC entered  i n t o  an agreed in junc t ion  i n  t h i s  
lawsuit .  Tons of po l l u t i on  were taken from t h e  Creek. The P l an t  
i s  opera t ing  e f f i c i e n t l y  now. The Court allowed them one (1) yea t  
t o  complete a new bui ld ing.  They have f i l e d ,  with t h e  Court,  f o r  
an extension of four  ( 4 1  t o  s i x  ( 6 )  months t o  complete t h e  bui ld ing.  
The reason they a r e  asking f o r  an extension is t h a t  they had a f i r e  
four  ( 4 )  months ago. They a r e  appearing before t h e  Council with 
t h e  approval of t he  Ci ty  Manager and Ass i s t an t  C i ty  Attorney Hubbard. 
H e  asked t h a t  t h e  C i ty  no t  p ress  t he  mat te r ,  because they have bean 
unable t o  complete t h e  bu i ld ing  on t i m e .  The Court w i l l  go along 
wi th  t h i s  i f  t he r e  is no ob jec t ion  from t h e  Ci ty .  

H e  presented two ( 2 )  progress  r e p o r t s  furnished t h e  C i ty  
and requested by t h e  Court. H e  s t a t e d  t h a t  t h e  P l an t ,  when 
completed, w i l l  be t h e  be s t  rendering p l a n t  i n  San Antonio. This  
one and one operated by Roegelein Provision Company a r e  t h e  only 
two p l a n t s  who a r e  t r y i n g  t o  comply with regu la t ions .  H e  emphasized 
t h a t  t h e r e  i s  no menace t o  pub l ic  hea l t h  o r  po l l u t i on ,  as they a r e  
p resen t ly  opera t ing .  

M r .  Levy then made a formal reques t  t h a t  t h e  Council g r a n t  
an add i t i ona l  s i x  ( 6 )  months t o  complete t he  bui ld ing and no t  
c l o s e  opera t ions ,  i n  accordance with t h e  agreed in junct ion .  
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M r .  Bob Barvin then reviewed t h e  f i n a n c i a l  con t r ibu t ions  
of t h e  P l an t  t o  t h e  economy of t h e  City.  H e  s t a t e d  t h a t  t h e r e  a r e  
two ( 2 )  t r a i l e r  parks i n  t h e  v i c i n i t y  and they have received no 
complaints from them. 

After  cons idera t ion ,  D r .  Calderon made a motion t h a t  t h e  
Ci ty  Manager allow ABC Rendering of San Antonio, Inc. an 
add i t i ona l  s i x  ( 6 )  months t o  complete const ruct ion  of t h e i r  new 
Plant .  Seconded by M r .  James, t h e  motion prevai led  by t h e  
following vote:  AYES: Calderon, Burke, James, Cockre l l ,  Nielsen, 
Trevino, H i l l ,  Torres;  NAYS: None; ABSENT: M c A l l i s t e r .  

M r .  Clayton Russel l  spoke concerning t h e  need t o  g e t  t h e  
most complete census poss ib le  f o r  San Antonio; annexation; bond 
i s sue ;  and, Chapter r ev i s ion .  

M r .  Raul Rodriguez spoke t o  t he  Council concerning h i s  
r eques t  of l a s t  week t o  pass  a Resolution t h a t  t h e  f l a g  not  be 
flown i n  f r o n t  of t h e  County J a i l .  

Mayor Pro-Tem Cockrel l  s t a t e d  t h a t  she was proud t h e  f l a g  
is flown i n  f r o n t  of pub l ic  bui ldings.  The r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  f o r  
t h ings  t h a t  happen a t  t h e  County J a i l  rests with t h e  County 
o f f i c i a l s .  

M r s .  H e t t i e  Cook showed t h e  Council a screen,  which she 
had invented f o r  space hea te r s .  She f e l t  t h a t  perhaps people who 
could not  a f fo rd  another type  of hea te r  could be made aware of 
t h i s  s a f e t y  screen and would perhaps prevent  i n j u r i e s  and deaths  
from f i r e s  s t a r t e d  by space heaters .  

The s a f e t y  screen was r e f e r r e d  t o  t h e  Ci ty  Manager t o  
check ou t  and t o  confer  about same with t h e  Urban Renewal Agency. 

M r s .  Peggy Parker ,  Supervisor of Youth f o r  God and Country, 
spoke of t h e i r  concern with t h e  drug problem i n  our  schools  and 
with our  youth. 

M i s s  Diane Sharp s t a t e d  they have formed "Texas Youth f o r  
t h e  Prevention of Drug Abuse." They aim t o  become a c t i v e  i n  a l l  
schools  i n  t h i s  a rea .  They hope t o  i n s p i r e  anyone who may be on 
drugs t o  seek he lp  from them. 

M i s s  Susan Durr read  a le t te r  from Governor Preston Smith 
commending them f o r  t h e i r  a c t i v i t i e s  i n  t h e  f i e l d  of drug abuse.

C i t y  M a n a g e r  H e n c k e l  s tated t h a t  t h e  A d m i n i s t r a t i v e  S taff  
is i n  accord w i t h  t he  p lan  presented by the  R e s e a r c h  and P l a n n i n g  
C o u n c i l  and r e c o m m e n d e d  t h a t  such a s tudy  be authorized.  He  sa id  
t h e  C o u n c i l  should s tudy  t h e  proposal and d e t e r m i n e  i f  they w a n t  
to  m a k e  an a w a r d  as r e c o m m e n d e d  by t h e  R e s e a r c h  and P l a n n i n g  
C o u n c i l  or g e t  other proposals. B e c a u s e  of the  technical nature 
of t h e  s tudy,  he f e l t  t h e  C o u n c i l  w w l d  need he lp  i n  screening 
the  proposals and they should no t  m a k e  t h e  decision t h e m s e l v e s .  

March 2 6 ,  1 9 7 0  
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Afte r  cons idera t ion ,  M r .  Walter Stoneham, Executive 
Direc tor  of t he  Research and Planning Council, was asked t o  
submit, i n  wr i t i ng ,  a summary of t h e i r  proposal f o r  a t r anspo r t a t i on  
study. The summary should include information about t h e  t h r ee  ( 3 )  
proposals ,  which t h e  Research and Planning Council considered, a s  
w e l l  a s  t h e  process of i t s  review of them and how they a r r i ved  a t  
picking one company, which they have recommended to the  Council t o  
make t he  s tudy.

Roy Monez, Executive 
Di rec to r  of Model C i t i e s  Program, was p r e sen t  t o  answer any ques t ions  
i n  connection with t h e  program. The Manager felt t h a t  t h e  program 
through Model C i t i e s  i s  wi th in  t h e  l e g a l  framework of t h e  law and 
d i d  not  reconnuend t h a t  t h e  Council go i n t o  it fu r the r .  

Mayor Pro-Tem Cockrel l  s t a t e d  t h a t  t h e  r e p o r t  made by t h e  
C i ty  Manager on t h e  ques t ion  of t h e  f r e e  school lunch program was 
very comprehensive and c l e a r .  She f e l t  no need f o r  considering 
it f u r t h e r ,  un less  o t h e r  members of t he  Council wished t o  do so.  
No Council Member asked t h a t  t h e  mat ter  be pursued fu r the r .  

SAFETY ORDINANCE 

C i ty  Manager Henckel s t a t e d  t h a t  they have again  reviewed 
t h e  ordinance, a s  presented by M r .  E l ton  Schroeder. The Ci ty  
At torney 's  opinion is s t i l l  t h e  same. The S t a t e  has p$eempted 
t h e  f i e l d  and t h e  Ci ty  cannot adopt a v a l i d  ordinance on t h e  
sub jec t .  The Texas Occupational Safe ty  Board h a s  e s t ab l i shed  an  
o f f i c e  i n  San Antonio, which inc ludes  a s t a f f  of two r e g i s t e r e d  
p rofess iona l  engineers  and one s a f e t y  exper t .  This  new o f f i c e  w a s  
c rea ted  t o  enforce  t h e  Occnpa tbna l  Safe ty  Standards,  which have 
been prepared a s  a r e s u l t  of the Texas Occupational Safe ty  A c t .  

Councilman Torres  d isagreed t h a t  t h e  f i e l d  has been 
preempted and s t a t e d  t h a t  he hoped t o  come up with a type of 
ordinance t h a t  t h e  Council w i l l  adopt. 
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70-13 CARNIVAL - FIESTA WEEK 

Ci ty  Manager Henckel s t a t e d  t h a t  i n  response t o  a reques t  
by M r .  Torres ,  t h e  S t a f f  had checked with t h e  F i e s t a  Commission and 
were advised they do not have any add i t i ona l  r eques t  f o r  a c a r n i v a l  
i n  t he  bus iness  d i s t r i c t .  They a l s o  advised they w i l l  no t  con t r ac t  
f o r  a c a rn iva l .  The C i ty  w i l l  have a fu l l - s ca l e  ca rn iva l  i n  
HemisFair Plaza dar ing  Fiesta Week. The C i ty  has received no 
reques t  from t h e  F i e s t a  Comiss ion  for a ca rn iva l  a c t i v i t y ,  which 
they must approve. I n  add i t ion ,  t h e  Code p r o h i b i t s  c a rn iva l s  i n  
t h e  downtown d i s t r i c t .  

The Manager extended i n v i t a t i o n s  t o  c i v i c  organiza t ions  
from a l l  a r e a s  of t h e  Ci ty  who desire t o  pu t  on a func t ion  f o r  t h e i r  
p a r t i c u l a r  group a t  HemisFair Plaza a s  a money-making a c t i v i t y .  

Councilman Torres  s t a t e d  t h a t  f o r  many years  t h e r e  w a s  a 
c a rn iva l  on t h e  streets of San Antonio. Two years  ago, it was 
el iminated.  H e  hoped t h a t  through use of Urban Renewal Agency 
property and o the r  property,  t h e r e  could be one i n  t h e  fu tu r e .  
A Community Rela t ions  Commission Member has  expressed concern 
about not  having t h e  t r a d i t i o n a l  c a rn iva l  f o r  people on t h e  West 
s ide .  

H e  presented a copy of t h e  con t r ac t  between M r .  Gene Love, 
a c a rn iva l  opera to r ,  and Mr. Dave Burnet t ,  Executive V i c e  P res iden t  
of t h e  F i e s t a  Comiss ion.  Under t h e  ordinance, t h e  F i e s t a  
Commission coordinates  F i e s t a  a c t i v i t i e s  and has  t h e  r i g h t  to 
ask t h e  C i ty  f o r  approval of add i t i ona l  a c t i v i t i e s .  H e  s t a t e d  
t h a t  t he  F i e s t a  Commission has renigged on the con t rac t .  H e  a l s o  
added t h a t  he f e l t  pressure  had been appl ied  t o  keep Urban R e n e w a l  
land from being a v a i l a b l e  f o r  a ca rn iva l .  H e  f e l t  the Ci ty  should 
t r y  t o  work toward having a ca rn iva l  i n  t h e  downtown a r ea ,  West 
of Ci ty  Hall. 

Mr. Gene Love advised t h e  Council t h a t  he has r e t a ined  
M r .  Ralph Langley, an a t to rney ,  i n  connection with t h e  matter .  H e  
s t a t e d  t h a t  he  has  t a lked  to  a real: estate man and has  obtained 
land f o r  opera t ing  a c a r n i v a l  i n  t h i s  area .  H e  d id  no t  know i f  
t h e  con t r ac t  with t he  F i e s t a  Commission w i l l  be honored. 

C i ty  Manager Henckel s t a t e d  t h a t  t h e  C i ty  has a con t r ac t  
f o r  F i e s t a  Conmission t o  coordinate a l l  a c t i v i t i e s  and t h e  Ci ty  
w i l l  no t  g r an t  t h e  use of C i ty  f a c i l i t i e s  without a reques t  from 
t h e  F i e s t a  Consaission and approved by the Council. Mr. Love should 
go t o  t h e  F i e s t a  Commi8sion f i r s t .  

The  C i ty  Manager added t h a t  t h e  Urban Renawal land, which 
w a s  previously used f o r  a c a rn iva l ,  has been so ld  t o  the Pour 
Seasons Corporation and is now p r i v a t e l y  owned. 

M r .  Love advissd the Council t h a t  he  de s i r ed  to  work the 
matter  o u t  w i t h  the F i e s t a  Commission. 
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70-13 D r ,  Nielsen presented each member of t h e  C i ty  Council wi th  
a book e n t i t l e d  "The Environmental Handbook," whicfi has been 
prepared f o r  t h e  F i r s t  National Environmental Teach-In to  be held  
on Aprf l  22,  1970. 

70-13 Ci ty  Manager Ifenekel introduced M r .  Bob McDonald, wham he 
has  appointed as t h e  C i t y ' s  Federal  Coordinator f o r  the purpose of 
obta in ing Federal  Grants.
