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AN ORDINANCE 2008—09—11"0792

UPDATING THE CPS ENERGY QUADRANT MAP FOR SELECTION OF
MEMBERS OF THE CPS ENERGY BOARD OF TRUSTEES
AS ORIGINALLY ADOPTED BY ORDINANCE NO. 87009.

* * * * * *

WHEREAS, on November 20, 1997, the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 87009
which established a system of appointments to the CPS Energy Board of Trustees based
on city quadrants; and

WHEREAS, the quadrant map adopted by the City Council was bound by the San
Antonio city limits at the time, and the area of each quadrant represented a roughly
equivalent proportion of the then existing population of the City of San Antonio; and

WHEREAS, the quadrant map adopted in Ordinance No. 87009 has become outdated
due to annexations that have expanded the city limits of San Antonio since 1997, and
population growth as recorded by the 2000 Census; and

WHEREAS, under outstanding CPS Energy revenue bond covenants, the CPS Energy
Board of Trustees must be United States citizens and residents of Bexar County, Texas;
and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the City Council to update the quadrant map by extending
its outer boundaries to the Bexar County line, amend the geographic area of each

quadrant to achieve proportionality in population based on the 2000 Census, and establish
quadrant boundary lines following census block boundaries; NOW THEREFORE:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN
ANTONIO:

SECTION 1. The amended CPS Energy Quadrant Map attached as Exhibit A is hereby
adopted and incorporated into this ordinance for all purposes. The quadrants as shown in
Exhibit A are designated as follows: (1) Quadrant 1 — Southeast Quadrant; (2) Quadrant
2 — Southwest Quadrant; (3) Quadrant 3 — Northwest Quadrant; and (4) Quadrant 4 —
Northeast Quadrant.

SECTION 2. City staff is instructed to update the CPS Energy Quadrant Map
concurrently with the update of the City Council District Map following the release of
each United States Census. Such subsequent quadrant map updates shall be presented to
the City Council for approval.

SECTION 3. This Ordinance becomes effective immediately upon the receipt of eight
affirmative votes.

SUBJECT:
Updated CPS Quadrant Map for Selection of Members of the Board of Trustees

SUMMARY:

The approval of this ordinance will update the quadrants used to select members of the City
Public Service Board of Trustees. The updated map is based on the 2000 Census information and
the map extends the quadrants to the Bexar County CPS Energy Service Area in accordance with
the outstanding revenue bonds, which require the Board of Trustees to be U.S. Citizens and
Residents of Bexar County.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

On November 20, 1997, the City Council adopted Ordinance 87009 which required that the City
Council appoint Public Service Board of Trustees who reside in established quadrants approved
by the Council. The City Council adopted the quadrant approach in order to ensure representation
from all areas of the City. Since the adoption of this Ordinance, the City has appointed Trustees
that clearly represent all areas of the City. The original map adopted only extended the boundaries
to the then existing city limits. Since the adoption of the origina map, the City has had numerous
annexations and the 2000 Census was issued in 2001. Since the adoption of the original map, CPS
has maintained the quadrant approach by recommending to the City Council appointments that
were either in the original quadrant or because of annexation, were in an areain which the
origina quadrant would have been extended. The only quadrant map approved has become
outdated.

On January 31, 2009, the term of current Trustee Alvaro Sanchez will expire. Mr. Sanchez is the
current Southwest Side Representative on the Board of Trustees. In order to ensure that CPS
Energy has sufficient time to provide adequate notice and to recommend to the City Council a
new Trustee for this quadrant, it is important that this map be updated.

The proposed quadrant map accomplishes two goals. First, it takes the original direction from City
Council to keep the population of the quadrants as close as possible. Review of the proposed map
shows a difference of less than 1% between the most populated quadrant to the least popul ated
guadrant or approximately 7,500 residents. Secondly, the quadrant map is extended from the city
limits to the Bexar County line. The outstanding CPS Revenue Bonds require that the Board of
Trustees be U.S. Citizens and Residents of Bexar County. Even though CPS Energy actually

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serves areas beyond Bexar County, because of the language in the Bonds, CPS Trustees must
come from within the County.

ISSUE:
This ordinance will update the quadrants used to select members of the City Public Service Board
of Trustees. Thiswill ensure that the CPS Energy Board of Trustees will continue to represent
and reflect our diverse community. Update of the map requires City Council approval before it
can be effective.

ALTERNATIVES:

If the City Council decides not to update the quadrant map, it would limit the number of residents
that could be considered for appointment to the CPS Board of Trustees. The City has annexed
substantial areas since the original 1997 map and the 2000 Census information shows an
imbalance in the original quadrants, therefore, it is imperative that the quadrants be updated and
extended to the Bexar County Line.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no financial impact with the approval of this ordinance.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends approval of the updated quadrant map. In addition to the adoption of the
proposed map, CPS and staff recommend that the CPS quadrant map be updated at the same time
the City Council updatesits Council District Map after the release of each Census. This will
ensure that the CPS quadrant map is kept up to date with our growing community.
