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AN ORDINANCE 50' 

CALLING 'AN INITIATIVE ELECTION ON THE 
ORDINANCE TO REQUIRE THAT A MINIMUM WAGE OF 
$1.25 AN HOUR BE PAID IN THE CITY OF SAN 
ANTONIO SUBMITTED BY PETITION AND CALLING 
SAID ELECTION FOR JULY 15, 1967.

WHEREAS, an initiative petition was filed with the City 
Clerk on January 26, 1967, demanding that a certain minimum wage 
ordinance be submitted to a vote of the electors; and 

WHEREAS, the City Clerk determined that said petition 
was signed by a sufficient number of qualified electors and so 
certified to the Council on March 23, 1967; and 

WHEREAS, a public hearing on the subject matter of said 
ordinance was held beginning 7:30 P.M., November 3, 1966, at 
McAllister Auditorium, San Antonio, Texas; and 

WHEREAS, another public hearing would be merely a repeti­
tion of said public hearing and is deemed unnecessary; NOW, 
THEREFORE, 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. An election shall be held in the City of San Antonio 
on Saturday, the 15th day of July, 1967, at which election the 
following ordinance submitted by initiative petition shall be 
submitted to the qualified voters residing in the City of San 
Antonio: . 

"AN ORDINANCE 

ESTABLISHING A MINIMUM WAGE. OF $1.25 PER HOUR 
FOR SAN ANTONIO, AND PROVIDING A CITY DIRECTOR 
OF MINIMUM WAGES FOR ITS ENFORCEMENT. 

* * * * * 

WHEREAS: Thousands of citizens of San Antonio, Bexar 
County, Texas, earn less than $1.25 per hour; and 

WHEREAS: Illiteracy, disease, hunger and crime are 
among the symptoms of a society in which people earn less 
than a living wage; and 

WHEREAS: A $1.25 per hour minimum wage will result 
in thousands of residents of San Antonio being able to 
maintain at least a semblance to a decent standard of 
living; 



NOW, THEREFORE; BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL 
OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO; -

1. That a minimum wage of $1.25 per hour be set by 
law for all workers within the confines of the City of 
San Antonio; 

2.. That an office ,of Director of Minimum Wages be 
established for the administration and enforcement of 
the $1.25 per hour minimum wage. 

3. That upon passage of this ordinance by this City 
Council, the minimum wage of $1.25 per hour shall be 
made effective within 30 days." 

SECTION 2. VO,ting machines shall be employed in said election in 
accordance with -the provisions of the Texas Election Code and they 
shall be used for the casting of absentee ballots in the Office of 
the City Clerk. -

SECTION 3. Said election shall be held at the polling places in the 
regularly prescribed precincts in the City of San Antonio between 
the hours or 7:00 ~'clock A.M. and 7:00 o'clock P.M., such voting and 
polli~g places bei~g listed on sheets attached hereto and made a part hereof 

SECTION~. All qualified electors residing in the City of San 
Antonio shall be el~gible to vote in said election. 

SECTION 5. The ballots for said election shall have written or 
K printed thereon the followi~g: 

"Ordinance establishing a minimum wage of $1.25 per hour 
for all workers within the City of San Antonio and pro­
viding a City Director of Minimum W~ges for its enforcement.

Notice of said election shall 
be published in a newspaper of general circulation pursuant to law. 
The manner of holding said elec.tion shall be governed by the laws. 
governing municipal ' elections. .
