CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Castro called the meeting to order.

I. Approval of minutes from the April 21, 2010, Governance Committee Meeting

Councilmember Cortez moved to approve the minutes of the April 21, 2010 Governance

Committee Meeting as submitted. Councilmember Taylor seconded the motion. Motion carried

unanimously.

II. Items requiring individual briefing(s):

a. Briefing and possible action on Policy items through June 2010

Presented by Sheryl Sculley, City Manager

Sheryl Sculley provided an overview of several major policy items scheduled for City Council

discussion through the month of June 2010. She indicated that the schedule was subject to

change and recommended Committee approval to forward said items to the full Council for

discussion.

Councilmember Rodriguez stated that, contingent on Council discussion and schedule, the

Smoking Ordinance Amendments may be delayed.
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Councilmember Cisneros stated that based on discussion at the Economic and Community

Development Committee, the SBEDA Ordinance may not be ready for full Council in June. She

noted that flexibility in scheduling may be necessary. Ms. Sculley stated that staff would work

with Councilmember Cisneros on scheduling.

Councilmember Cortez moved to forward said item to the full Council for consideration.

Councilmember Taylor seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

b. Briefing and possible action on the 10 Year Recycling and Resource

Recovery Plan Leading toward a Pathway to Zero Waste

Presented by David W. McCary, Director, Solid Waste Department

David McCary reported that the 10-year Recycling and Resource Recovery Plan indentified

recycling at commercial businesses and multi-family residential complexes as a priority. He

stated that the proposed revisions would ensure that all citizens would have the opportunity to

recycle at their home and their workplace. He noted that the Plan also outlined strategies to

improve the Single-family Residential Recycling Plan.

Councilmember Rodriguez moved to forward said item to the full Council for discussion at a B

Session in June 2010. Councilmember Cortez seconded the motion. Motion carried

unanimously.

c. Briefing and possible action on the allocation of $35,000 in City Funds

toward a Consulting Service Contract for a Project Initiated to Develop

School Centered Communities in San Antonio Neighborhoods

Mayor Castro stated that the proposed allocation of $35,000 was the City's collaborative

participation with other entities. He added that the efforts would be spearheaded in developing a

holistic model to uplift two zones centered around two middle schools on the Eastside and

Westside of the City. He noted that the proposed effort was one of the most exciting projects in

terms of the City's Investment in education and neighborhood development.

Councilmember Taylor moved forward said item to the full Council for consideration.

Councilmember Cisneros seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

d. Briefing and possible action on the allocation of $35,000.00 in City Funds

for a Feasibility Study for a YMCA Multi-purpose Recreational Facility

in the Area of City Council Districts 3 and 4

Councilmember Cortez stated that the proposed allocation of $35,000 was a joint effort with

District 3 - Councilmember Ramos to explore possible areas in both Districts for partnerships with

the YMCA. He noted that the study would determine demographic support for a YMCA Multi

purpose Recreational Facility in the area of Districts 3 and 4.

Councilmember Cortez moved to forward said item to the full Council for consideration.

Councilmember Taylor seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
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III. Council Consideration Requests(s)

a. Consideration of a request from Councilmember Justin Rodriguez,

District 7, for staff to bring forward to appropriate committees and to

City Council for final action, revisions to the Smoking Ordinance

Dr. Bryan Alsip reported that San Antonio was the largest city in Texas without a comprehensive

smoke-free ordinance. He indicated that second hand smoke exposure caused disease and

premature death in persons who do not smoke. He added that many organizations will not hold

conventions in San Antonio because of the current weak smoking ordinance. He stated that the

City lost the American Public Health Association Convention due to the current ordinance.

Mayor Castro requested that staff review the current smoking ordinances in the State of Texas in

terms of strictness and provide several options to the Governance Committee for consideration.

Subsequently the item would be forwarded to the Quality of Life Committee for consideration.

He recommended that a Public Hearing should be held prior to presentation back to the

Governance Committee and prior to presentation before the full Council for consideration.

Councilmember Cortez requested staff clarity on the enforcement of smoke-free ordinances,

effectiveness, and the definition of "smoke-free".

Councilmember Rodriguez moved to have staff proceed as directed and to return said item to the

Governance Committee with a draft ordinance and timeline. Councilmember Cisneros seconded

the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

b. Consideration of a request from Councilmember Jennifer V. Ramos,

District 3, requesting staff bring forward revisions to the City Code that

establishes Prostitution Free Corridors where appropriate

Chief McManus reported that an injunction on prostitution was not possible because it did not

meet the required criteria. He stated that the District Attorney's Office agreed to place

prostitutes who had been arrested on a condition of probation or bond.

Councilmember Cisneros moved to refer said item the Public Safety Council Committee.

Councilmember Cortez seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

c. Consideration of a request of Councilmember Ray Lopez, District 6, to

amend the current School District Interlocal Agreement to include a

provision for elementary school to not require tempered water in their

student lavatories due to safety concerns

Rod Sanchez reported that the City adopted the 2009 International Plumbing Code (IPC)

effective January 1, 2010 requiring all new schools to have tempered water available at school

lavatories. He stated that tempered water between 85°F and 110°F could scold the hands of the

children. The staff recommendation is an amendment to the School District Interlocal

Agreement that would allow elementary schools to not have tempered water in school lavatories

due to safety concerns.

Councilmember Cisneros moved to approve the recommendation and forward said item to the

full Council for consideration. Councilmember Cortez seconded the motion. Motion carried

unanimously.

IV. Consideration of items for future meetings

a. Next Meeting Scheduled: June 16, 2010

Mayor Castro announced that the next Governance Council Committee meeting would be held

June 16, 2010.
