for U.S. Highway No. 90 West to be constructed from
the western clty limlts east to Interstate Highway 35,
including a connecting highway from said U,S. High-
way 90 West to Kelly Air Force Base, as authorized
by the Constitution and laws of the State of Texas
and the Charter of the City of San Antonio?"
