AN ORDI NANCE 

Authorizing the borrowing of money on the credit of Improvement Dis;riet No. 14 

in tbe City of San Antonio, Bexar County, Texas, and the issuance of bonds therefor 

in'the sum of Seventeen Thousand and Five Hundred ($17,500.00) Dollars, -for perma-

nent street improvements wi thin said district, and providing for the levy and collec-

tion of a tax sufficient to pay the interest on and creating a sinking fund for the 

redemption of said bonds. 

WH~AS, on the 21st day of June A.D.1919, the qualified tax paying voters 

living and owning property in Improvement District No. 14, in the City of San 

Antonio, Bexar County, Texas, by an clection duly held and conducted on said date 

within said district, in accordance of an ordinance of the City Commissioners 

ordering said election, passed and approved on the 19th day of May, A.D.19l9, and in 

accordance with the laws for such cases made and provLd,ed, and as shown by the 

canvgs and returns of said el ect i on, did authorize and empower the Commissioners of 

the City of San Antonio to borrow on the credit of sai d Improvement Di strict the 

sum of $17,500.00 and to issue bonds therefor, payable forty years from date and 

redeemable at any time after ten years from date, and bearing interest at the rate 

of five per cent per annum, payable semi-annually, the proceeds of said bonds to be 

used for the purpose of permanently improving the streets within said district by 

grading and macadamizing same from curb to curb and providing culverts and all 

necessary monuments where needed: Therefore. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY :'HE COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF s~r ANTONIO: 

Section 1. That the Ci -t.y of San Antonio shall borrow money on the credit of 

Improvement District No. 14 in the City of San AntoniO, Bexar County, Texas, as

And the purpose for which said bonds are issued, as the same shall appear in 

said bonds, shall be "Improvement District No. 14 Street Improvement Bonds". 

Section 2: That the Mayor of said City be and he is hereby authorized, directed

per annum, payabl e s emi-e,nnually on the 1st days of Februa,ry and August of each year; 

each of said bonds shall be signed by the Mayor and shall be duly attested by the City 

Clerk, who shall a.lso impress thereon the corporate seal of the City of San Antonio. 

Section 3: That each of said bnnds provided for in the preceding section sh~ll 

have attached to it eighty coupons to evidence the interest payable thereon to the
