AND AMENDING THE CITY CODE TO REFLECT SUCH CHANGES.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

Section 1. Fees. Fees within the General Fund and within the restricted funds of the Airport 
Operating & Maintenance, Hotel Occupancy Tax, Development Services and Streets Right of 
Way are hereby established and/or amended as provided for in Attachments A through F, 
inclusive, as follows:

Attachments A through F are hereby incorporated in this Ordinance for all purposes. 

Section 2. City Code Revisions. The publisher of the City Code of San Antonio, Texas is 
hereby authorized to revise the City Code to reflect changes provided for in the Attachments; to 
correct typographical errors where necessary; and to format and number paragraphs to conform 
to the existing Code. 

Section 3. Severability. Should any portion of this Ordinance, for any reason be held illegal, 
inoperative, invalid, unconstitutional or ineffective, the remainder shall, nevertheless, stand 
effective and valid as if it had been enacted or ordained without the portion held to be illegal, 
inoperative, invalid, unconstitutional, or ineffective. 
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Section 4. Public Meeting. It is officially found, determined and declared, as a mater of 
legislative finding, that the meeting at which this Ordinance is adopted was open to the public 
and public notice of the time, place and subject matter of public business to be considered at such 
meeting, including consideration and adoption of this Ordinance, was appropriately given all as 
required by law, including the Texas Government Code Chapter 551. 

Section 5. Effective Date. Unless specifically provided for otherwise, this Ordinance shall take 
effect October 1,2012.

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ATTACHMENT A 

OFFICE OF THE CITY CLERK 

SECTION 1. Fees. The City of San Antonio City Code Chapter 2, Article I, Sec. 2-4, entitled 
"Fee charges for the office of the city clerk" is amended by adding the underscored words and 
deleting those struck through and bracketed to read in its entirety as follows: 

"The following fee charges are [hereby] established for the office of the city clerk: 

(1) Sale of publications: Actual cost of publication. [Cost of material, plus fifteen 
(15) percent to cover] Actual costs include materials, delivery, postage, 
packaging, maintenance, preparation, storage, and related expenses. 

(2) Document certification fee: Five dollars. [Three dollars and fifty cents 
($3.50)] 

(3) Document search: As permitted by the cost rules contained in the Texas 
Administrative Code, Section 70.3 [First hour or any portion thereof: Three 
dollars [($3.00)]Each one half [0'2)] hour past the first hour: One dollar 
[($1.00)]. 

(4) Tape duplication fee: As permitted by the cost rules contained in the Texas 
Administrative Code, Section 70.3 [Ten dollars [($10.00)] per cassette 
duplication plus providing to the city clerk's office a replacement cassette]. 

(5) City Code supplement service: One hundred dollars [($100.00)]. 

(6) Boards and commissions book: Five dollars [Fifty five dollars ($55.00)]. 

(7) Boards and commissions ',,'ork session packets: Fifty five cents ($0.55) for 
first page and fifteen cents ($0.15) for each page thereafter. 

[f&1]Candidate packet fee: Thirty dollars ($30.00) [Tv/ent)' five dollars 
($25.00)]." 

SECTION 2. Full Force and Effect. All other provisions of the City Code of San Antonio, 
Texas shall remain in full force and effect, unless expressly amended by other provisions of this 
Ordinance. 
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ATTACHMENT B 

FIRE DEPARTMENT 

SECTION 1. Fees. Subsection 15-3(a) of Chapter 15 of the City Code of San Antonio, Texas is 
hereby amended, in its entirety, as follows: 

(a) The fee for the transportation (transport) of patients requiring basic life support 
emergency medical services is $530.00 per patient plus $12.00 per mile. The fee 
for the transportation (transport) of patients requiring advanced life support level I 
emergency medical services is $565.00 per patient plus $12.00 per mile. The fee 
for the transportation (transport) of patients requiring advanced life support level 
II emergency medical services is $760.00 per patient plus $12.00 per mile. In 
addition to the transportation fee, a surcharge of $100.00 is assessed to each 
nonresident patient who is transported for emergency medical services. A 
nonresident is any person who does not permanently reside within the territorial 
limits of the city or who resides within the territorial limits of an adjoining 
incorporated city which does not have a contract with the city to provide 
emergency medical services. 

SECTION 2. Subsection 15-3(b) of Chapter 15 of the City Code of San Antonio, Texas is 
hereby amended, in its entirety, as follows: 

(b) The fee for an emergency medical services call which does not reqUIre 
transportation (nontransport) is $95.00 per patient. 

SECTION 3. Subsection I5-3(d) of Chapter 15 of the City Code of San Antonio, Texas is 
hereby amended, in its entirety, as follows: 

(d) There is hereby established the following schedule of fees to be paid to the city 
by each patient who is provided or administered the listed emergency medical 
supplies, medications, or services, per each use:

SECTION 4. Full Force and Effect. All other provisions of the City Code of San Antonio, 
Texas shall remain in full force and effect, unless expressly amended by other provisions of this 
ordinance. 
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ATTACHMENTC 

AVIATION DEPARTMENT 

SECTION 1. Parking Fees. An Overflow Parking Fee is established and the daily long term 
parking fee is increased as indicated below; and Section 3-179 of the City Code of San Antonio, 
Texas is revised accordingly. 

Overflow Parking Fee: 0.00 - 24 hours or fraction thereof: $8.00 

Long Term Parking Area: 4-24 hours or fraction thereof: $11.00 

SECTION 2. Administrative Review Fee. An administrative fee of fifteen hundred dollars 
($1.500.00) is established to recover the costs of processing and reviewing transactional 
documents associated with subleases and assignments of leases and subleases. The following is 
approved for inclusion in the City Code of San Antonio, Texas: 

Sec. 3-188. Administrative Review Fee:. 
An airport tenant or airport subtenant under a lease in which the City is landlord must pay 
the City a processing fee of one thousand five hundred dollars ($1,500.00) when seeking 
permission to assign or sublet a lease. The fee is non- refundable whether or not the 
assignment is approved. 

SECTION 3. Off Airport Parking Permit Fee. The Off-Airport Parking Permit Fee is 
increased from nine percent (9%) to ten percent (l 0%). The following is approved for inclusion 
in the City Code of San Antonio, Texas: 

Sec. 3-189. OfT Airport Parking Permit. 
The Aviation Director may issue Off-Airport Parking Permits to persons or businesses 
who seek to provide car storage services to Airport patrons. Permits shall be for a term 
not to exceed five (5) years. The permit fee shall equal ten percent (10%) percent, or such 
other fee established by Ordinance, of all gross sales generated by the permittee's 
business activities at the Airport and/or with Airport patrons, payable monthly. Proof of 
insurance and payment security satisfactory to the City must be provided before a permit 
is granted. The Aviation Director may impose other permit requirements to ensure the 
proper operation of Airport facilities and proper reporting of revenue. 

SECTION 4. Fuel Flowage. The fuel flowage fee at Stinson is increased from $0.05 per gallon 
to $.075 per gallon. Section 3-182 of the City Code of San Antonio, Texas is revised 
accordingly. 

SECTION 5. Full Force and Effect. All provisions of the City Code of San Antonio, Texas 
shall remain in full force and effect, unless expressly amended by other provisions of this 
Ordinance.

(b) Inspection fee. The work allowed by each permit shall be subject to 

inspection as determined by the director~ and a fee of one hundred twenty 
dollars ($120.00) per Point Repair; sixty dollars ($60.00) Re-inspection Fee; 
and sixty dollars ($60.00) per day for Project Permit. There is an inspection 
fee of two hundred forty dollars ($240.00) per inspection. The department 
shall collect the fee from an applicant for each inspection by the department 
for any excavation. The fee shall be paid at the time of application for a 
permit. Inspections may be performed on any and all excavations, at the 
discretion of the director, based on previous performance of the utility owner, 
location of excavation, type of work and/or construction methodology. 
Overtime inspection fees are incurred at a rate of fifty dollars ($50.00) per 
hour and eighty five dollars ($85.00) per hour on Sundays and holidays.
