WHEREAS, Mission Road Developmental Center has requested to lease space at Stinson 
Municipal Airport for storage of records; and 

WHEREAS, Aviation Staff has found space, without airfield access, that is suitable for Mission 
Road Developmental Center and has negotiated an agreement for lease of the space; NOW 
THEREFORE: 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. The City Manager or her designee is authorized to execute a standard lease 
agreement with Mission Road Developmental Center for use of Building 565B, located at 
Stinson Municipal Airport, for a primary term of one year, and annual rentals of $2,726.65. 

SECTION 2. The revenue from this contract will be deposited in SAP Fund 51001000, 
Aviation Operations; Internal Order 233000000014, Stinson Municipal Airport; General Ledger 
44005405, Stinson Building Rental Non-Aviation. 

SECTION 3. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Director 
of Finance, City of San Antonio. The Director of Finance may, subject to concurrence by the 
City Manager or the City Manager's designee, correct allocation to specific SAP Fund Numbers, 
SAP Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP Fund Centers, SAP 
Cost Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation Document Numbers, and SAP GL 
Accounts as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 4. This Ordinance shall be effective ten (10) days after its passage.

On Wednesday, July 30,2008, bids for the reference project were opened and read aloud. The 
apparent low bidder at the time of opening was V.K. Knowlton with a bid of $760,691.10. Nine 
(9) contractors had picked up plans and specifications and eight (8) contractors submitted bids. 
Young Professional Resources reviewed the submittals and developed the attached bid 
tabulation form for the project. 

During the review and evaluation of the submittals we discovered that one bidder, W.P. Murphy 
Inc., did not submit the required bid bond. 

Also, W.P. Murphy had changed the quantity amounts on form 025. We tabulated the bid 
amount for W.P. Murphy Inc. utilizing their unit bid prices and the quantities included in the 
advertised bid documents. The corrected amount of W.P. Murphy's Inc. bid is $712,336.91 as 
reflected in the attached bid tabulation form. W.P. Murphy Inc. had two different prices in their 
bid submittal. On form 020, the bid amount submitted was $861,132. On form 025 "Unit Pricing" 
and on Section 30 "Contractor's Qualification Statement ", page 5 Para 3.2 the contractor had 
submitted an amount of $837,599. 

It is our recommendation that the bid submittal by W.P. Murphy Inc. be rejected for not being 
responsive. It is also our recommendation that the contract be awarded to V.K. Knowlton 
Construction Utilities Inc. for $760,691.10 as this contractor is the lowest responsive bidder.

SUMMARY: 

This ordinance authorizes the execution of a Lease Agreement with Mission Road
Developmental Center at Stinson Municipal Airport. This Lease Agreement is for a 2,371
square foot building located at 8406 Cadmus, for a primary one-year term commencing
on November 1, 2008 and annual rentals of $2,726.65.

 
BACKGROUND INFORMATION:
Mission Road Developmental Center (MRDC) is a non-profit organization providing social
services in San Antonio, Texas.  It serves children and adults with mental retardation
and other developmental disabilities by providing day services and vocational programs
through residential care in cottages located next to Stinson Municipal Airport.

MRDC has requested the use of Building 565B, located at 8406 Cadmus Road at Stinson
Municipal Airport for storage of its records. Building 565B has been vacant since
February 2006.

MRDC's use of this building for storage would be for a one year term that would
automatically renew on a month-to-month basis thereafter.

 
ISSUE:
Approval of this Lease Agreement is consistent with City policy to generate revenue by
leasing City-owned property.

 

ALTERNATIVES:
The City may elect not to approve this agreement; however this would result in the loss
of opportunity to generate revenue on City property that is  currently vacant.

Under the terms of this Lease the monthly rental rate will be $1.15 per square foot for

2.3 All rentals and payments that become due and payable by the Lessee shall be made to the 
City of San Antonio, Office of the Aviation Director, San Antonio Intemational Airport, 9800 
Airport Blvd., San Antonio, Texas, 78216. All rentals and payments unpaid for ten (10) days 
after the date due shall bear interest at the rate often (10) percent per annum commencing on the 
date after each such payment was due.

III. TERM

5.1 LESSEE covenants and agrees to FULLY INDEMNIFY and HOLD HARMLESS, the 
CITY and the elected officials, employees, officers, directors, volunteers a11d representatives of 
the CITY, individually or collectively, from and against any and all costs, claims, liens, 
damages, losses, expenses, fees , fines , penalties, proceedings, actions, demands, causes of action, 
liability and suits of a1ly kind a1ld nature, including but not limited to, personal or bodily injury, 
death and property da1llage, made upon the CITY directly or indirectly arising out of, resulting 
from or related to LESSEE's activities under this LEASE, including any acts or omissions of 
LESSEE, any agent, officer, director, representative, employee, consultant or subcontractor of 
LESSEE, and their respective officers, agents, employees, directors a1ld representatives while in 
the exercise of the rights or perf0l111a11Ce of the duties under this LEASE, all without however, 
the City waiving a11y govemmental immunity available to the CITY under Texas Law and 
without waiving any defenses of the parties under Texas Law. IT IS FURTHER 
COVENANTED AND AGREED THAT SUCH INDEMNITY SHALL APPLY EVEN 
WHERE SUCH COSTS, CLAIMS, LIENS, DAMAGES, LOSSES, EXPENSES, FEES, 
FINES, PENALTIES, ACTIONS, DEMANDS, CAUSES OF ACTION, LIABILITY 
AND/OR SUITS ARISE IN ANY PART FROM THE NEGLIGENCE OF CITY, THE 
ELECTED OFFICIALS, EMPLOYEES, OFFICERS, DIRECTORS AND 
REPRESENTATIVES OF CITY, UNDER THIS LEASE. The provisions of this 
INDEMNITY a1'e solely for the benefit of the parties hereto a11d not intended to create or gra1lt 
any tights, contractual or otherwise, to a1ly other person or entity. LESSEE shall promptly 
advise the CITY in wliting of a1ly claim or demand against the CITY or LESSEE known to 
LESSEE related to or alising out of LESSEE's activities under this LEASE a1ld shall see to the 
investigation and defense of such claim or dema1ld at LESSEE's cost. The CITY shall have the 
right, at its option a1ld at its own expense, to participate in such defense without relieving 
LESSEE of any of its obligations under this paragraph. 

5.2 It is the EXPRESS INTENT of the parties to this LEASE, that the INDEMNITY 
provided for in this section (Section 5), is an INDEMNITY extended by LESSEE to 
INDEMNIFY, PROTECT a11d HOLD HARMLESS, the CITY from the consequences of the 
CITY's OWN NEGLIGENCE, provided however, that the INDEMNITY provided for in this 
section SHALL APPLY only when the NEGLIGENT ACT of the CITY is a

CONTRIBUTORY CAUSE of the resultant injury, death, or damage, and shall have no 
application when the negligent act of the CITY is the sole cause of the resultant injury, death, or 
damage. LESSEE further AGREES TO DEFEND, AT ITS OWN EXPENSE and ON 
BEHALF OF THE CITY AND IN THE NAME OF THE CITY, any claim or litigation 
brought against the CITY and its elected officials, employees, officers, directors , volwlteers and 
representatives, in connection with any such injury, death, or damage for which this 
INDEMNITY shall apply, as set forth above. 

VI. INSURANCE 

6.1 PlioI' to occupancy of the Leased Premises and the conduct of any business thereupon, 
Lessee shall fumish copies of all required endorsements and an Ol;ginal Certificate of Insurance 
to the City' s Aviation Dept, which shall be completed by an agent autholized to bind the named 
undelwriter(s) and their company to the coverage, limits, and termination provisions shown 
thereon, and which shall fumish and contain all required infonnation referenced or indicated 
thereon. Lessor will not accept Memorandum of Insurance or Binders as proof of insurance. The 
oliginal certificate(s) or fonn must have the agent' s oliginal signature, including the signer's 
company affiliation, title and phone number, and be mailed, with copies of all applicable 
endorsements, directly from tlle insurer' s autholized representative to the City. The City shall 
have no duty to perfoml under this Agreement until such certificate and endorsements have been 
received and approved by the City' s Aviation Department. No officer or employee, otller than the 
City'S Risk Manager, shall have autholity to waive this requirement. 

6.2 The City reserves the l;ght to review the insurance requirements of this Aliicle duling the 
effective peliod of this Agreement and any extension or renewal hereof and tp modify insurance 
coverages and their limits when deemed necessary and prudent by City' s Risk Manager based 
upon changes in statutory law, court decisions, or circumstances surrounding this Agreement. [n 
no instance will City allow modification whereupon City may incur increased I;Sk. 

6.3 Lessee's financial integlity is of interest to the City; therefore, subject to Lessee's light to 
maintain reasonable deductibles in such amounts as are approved by the City, Lessee shall obtain 
and maintain in full force and effect for the duration of this Agreement, and any extension hereof, 
at Lessee's sole expense, insurance coverage wlitten on an occurrence basis, by companies 
autholized and admitted to do business in the State of Texas and with an A.M Best's rating of no 
less tllan A- (VII), in the following types and for an amount not less than the amount listed 
below:

6.4 The City shall be entitled, upon request and without expense, to receive copies of the 
policies, declaration page and all endorsements thereto as they apply to the limits required by the 
City, and may require the deletion, revision, or modification of particular policy tenl1s , 
conditions, limitations or exclusions (except where policy provisions are established by law or 
regulation binding upon either of the parties hereto or the undelwriter of any such policies). 
Lessee shall be required to comply with any such requests and shall submit a copy of the 
replacement certificate of insurance to City at the address provided below within 10 days of the 
requested change. Lessee shall pay any costs inculTed resulting from said changes.

6.5 Lessee agrees that with respect to the above required insurance, all insurance policies are 
to contain or be endorsed to contain the following provisions: 

• Name the City, its officers, officials, employees, volunteers, and elected representatives as 
an additional insured by endorsement, as respects operations and activities of, or on behalf 
of, the named insured pelfol111ed under conh'act with the City, with the exception of the 
workers' compensation and professional liability polices; 

• Provide for an endorsement that the "other insurance" clause shall not apply to the City of 
San Antonio where the City is an additional insured shown on the policy; 

• Workers' compensation and employers' liability policies will provide a waIver of 
subrogation in favor ofthe City. 
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• Provide thirty (30) calendar days advance Wlitten notice directly to City of any suspension, 
cancellation, non-renewal or material change in coverage, and not less than ten (10) 
calendar days advance notice for nonpayment of premium. 

6.6 Within five (5) calendar days of a suspension, cancellation or non-renewal of coverage, 
Lessee shall provide a replacement Certificate ofInsurance and applicable endorsements to City. 
City shall have the option to suspend Lessee's perfonnance should there be a lapse in coverage at 
any time during this contract. Failure to provide and to maintain the required insurance shall 
constitute a material breach ofthis Agreement. 

6.7 Nothing herein contained shall be construed as limiting in any way the extent to which 
Lessee may be held responsible for payments of damages to persons or property resulting from 
Lessee's or its subcontractors' perfOlmance of the work covered under this Agreement. 

6.8 It is agreed that Lessee's insurance shall be deemed primary and non-contributory with 
respect to any insurance or self insurance canied by the City of San Antonio for liability ruising 
out of operations under this Agreement. 

6.9 All personal property placed in the Leased Premises shall be at the sole Iisk of Lessee. 
City and its agents and employees shall not be liable to Lessee for any injury to persons or 
damage to property resulting from the Demised Premises or other premises owned by City 
becoming out of repair or by defect in or failure of any sort whatsoever, including but not limited 
to equipment, pipes, or wiling, or broken glass, or by the backing up of drains, or by gas, water, 
steam, electJicity or oil leaking, escaping or flowing into the Demised Premises, regardless of the 
source, or by dampness. 

6.10 It is understood and agreed that the insurance required is in addition to and separate from 
any other obligation contained in this Agreement. 

VII. PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE 

7.1 Lessee shall deliver to the Director on or before the execution of this Lease Agreement 
and shall keep in force tlu'oughout the tenn hereof either an IlTevocable Letter of Credit in 
favor of Lessor drawn upon a brulk satisfactory to Lessor or a Surety Bond payable to 
Lessor. The foregoing shall be in foml and content satisfactory to Lessor, shall be 
conditioned on tlle teml hereof and shall stand as secmity for payment by Lessee of all 
valid claims by Lessor hereunder. If a bond shall be delivered, it shall be issued by a 
sound indenmity company authOlized to do business in Texas. The amount of the 
IlTevocable Letter of Credit or Surety Bond to be delivered by Lessee to the Director on 
or before the date of tlle execution of this Lease Agreement shall be ONE THOUSAND 
FOUR HUNDRED DOLLARS ($1,400.00). The runount of tlle [ITevocable Letter of 
Credit or Surety Bond shall be adjusted as necessmy so that such anlount shall at all times 
equal at least one-half (1/2) of the total alU1Ual rental payable by Lessee to Lessor 
hereunder. 
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VIII. STANDARD PROVISIONS AND COVENANTS 

8.1 The Standard Provisions set forth in Exhibit 2, attached hereto, are incorporated herein 
and made a part hereof. 

IX. SPECIAL PROVISIONS 

9.1 Lessee understands, recognizes and agrees that Lessee takes the Leased Premises on an 
"As Is" basis. 

9.2 It is the express agreement of the parties that Lessee at Lessee's sole cost and expense 
will obtain and deliver to the Director, any required Certificates of Occupancy prior to 
occupancy, and any required building permits prior to any construction. 

9.3 The Director, in his sole discretion, shall have the right to recapture, reduce, relocate or 
substitute in whole or in pari the Leased Premises.
