c l e a r .  She s t a t e d  t h a t  she was not attempting t o  do m a y  with Centro 
21 , 

During the discussion, C i t y  Manager, Thanas E. Huebner s t a t ed  
t h a t  the option labe l led  Option 1 was draf ted  a t  the  request  of the 
Mayor , 

Mrs. Berriozabal read £ram t he  o r ig ina l  Ordinance which 
created Centxo 21 ,  s t a t i n g  the  purpose af t h i s  body and expressed he r  
concern and be l ie f  t h a t  the  or ig inal  purpose was not being followed. 
She s t a t e d  that  under her concept of a restructuring plan for Centro 
21, more than 50 percent  of i t s  present membership probably would be 
reappointed. 

Mrs. Berriozabal then made a m t i o n  t o  accept Option 3.  Mr. 
Alderete seconded the mtion. 

Mrs. Dutmer s t a t ed  her f ee l ing  tha t  the board members should 
be allowed t o  serve as they cur ren t ly  a r e ,  u n t i l  December 31, 1981, 

M r .  Canavan spoke against the  canplete r e s t ruc tu r ing  of 
Centro 21, stating t h a t  he f e l t  it was a s lap  i n  the  face t o  i t s  
members and those who appointed than. He stated that he favored, 
instead, establishment of a minimum attendance level  fo r  board 
members, and i f  that was not  maintained by a member, he o r  she would 
be replaced by the  City Council member who had appointed them. 

A b r ie f  discussion then ensued as  t o  the  reasons fo r  
presenting the various proposals t o  the Council label led  Options 1, 
2 ,  and 3.  

Mx. Alderete s t a t ed  t h a t  he f e l t  t h a t  there was a 
psychological advantage t o  the  presentat ion of options,  and expressed 
h i s  opinion that Option 1 should be t h a t  of the  Council member 
pxesenting the matter. 
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M r .  Hasslocher stated tha t  Council should, i n  l i e u  of making 
mass changes i n  Centro 2 1  membership, p r o e d e  t h a t  board with wr i t t en  
d i rec t ion  t o  be followed. 

Mr. Thenpson spoke t o  narrowing of goals of Centro 2 1 ,  and 
s t a t e d  his favor of a t r a n s i t i o n a l  pe r iod  i n  making changes t o  t he  
board, H e  also s t a t e d  t h a t  the  1976 goals of Centro 2 1  no longer are 
workable. 

Mr. Wing s t a t ed  t h a t  he does no t  favor Section 2 of Option 3 
because it appears t o  be punit ive i n  nature. 

Mayor Cisnexos spoke t o  the  good work of Mrs. Berriozabal on 
the Centro 2 1  i s sue ,  and spoke i n  favor of phasing-in new 
appoinfments t o  the  Board. H e  s t a t e d  his support  f o r  the concept of 
a chan e in Centro 21 and named a number of successful f accrmp i s h e n t s  of the  body i n  pas t  years. 

Mrs. I)utmer spoke t o  the need fo r  a l l  City board t o  observe 
c e r t a i n  ru l e s  of order ,  and spoke agains t  the prac t i ce  of taking 
board votes on major it- over the telephone rather than by 
a t tending meetings. She then stated her be l ie f  t h a t  care should be 
taken i n  the order of options presented i n  such matters for  Council 
ac t  ion. 

Mrs. Berriozabal stated her concern tha t  City staff  should be 
responsive t o  the  needs of e lec ted o f f i c i a l s  and supportive of t he  
C i t y  Council, and stated he r  belief t h a t  i t  was inappropriate f o r  a 
member of the  City Manager's s t a f f  t o  contact  her i n  order t o  make an 
appointment with her  on behalf of t he  Chairman of Centro 2 1 .  She 
a lso  spoke t o  the manner in which the various options have been 
presented and spoke i n  favor of Option 3 ,  s t a t i n g  t h a t  she does not 
favor prolonging changes i n  the  membership of Centro 21.  

M r .  , Alderete stated t h a t  although Centro 2 1  was e f f ec t ive  i n  
pas t  years, he feels t h a t  i s  no longer the case and spoke of f ee l ing  
res i s tance  t o  any changes i n  Centro 2 1 .  

M r .  Thompson then made a s u b s t i t u t e  motion t o  approve Option 
1. Flr , Canavan seconded the  motion. 

Mrs. J e r r y  Ursin, representing the San Antonio Conservation 
Society, read for  the  record, a l e t t e r  from Mrs. Harvey Penshorn, San 
Antonio Conversation As soc ia t ion  Pres ident ,  speaking t o  the  
accomplishments of  Centro 2 1  and agreeing t h a t  a res t ruc tur ing  of 
t h a t  body now i s  necessary, s p e c i f i c a l l y  by expanding its membership. 

M r .  Larry Williams, a tenant of La  Vi l l i t a ,  spoke t o  the  work 
of t he  Centra 2 1  Committee which recanmended the  La V i l l i t a  
renovation work, s t a t i n g  t h a t  t o  h i s  knowledge, t h a t  committee did 
not visit L a  V i l l i t a  o r  interview i t s  tenants before making i t s  
recanmendations t o  the fully body. 

lk. Hasslocher then made a motion to amend the  s u b s t i t u t e  
motion by providing for  a two-year t e r n  fo r  Centxo 21  members in t h e  
future. M r .  Eureste seconded the  motion. 

A br ief  discusgion then took place r e l a t i v e  t o  r e s u l t s  of a 
meeting on Centro 2 1  involving Mayor Cisneros and Councilwoman 
Berriozabal,  after which Mrs. Berriozabal spoke t o  the basic 
d i f ferences  between Options 1 and 3.  

After discussion,  the amendment t o  the  substitute motion

AN ORDINANCE 54,084 

AMENDING SECTIONS 1 AND 2 OF ORDINANCE 47450 
PERTAINING TO THE CE,WRO 21 TASK FORCE, TO 
REFLECT A RESTRUCTURING. 

SECTION 1. Section 1, Size and Cornpositian of Ordinance 
Number 47450 passed and approved by t h e  City Council on December 2, 
1976, is hereby amended as follows: 

"The Task Force shall be composed of 21 persons 
who shall be appointed by the City Council on 
the basis of their proven leadership capabilities 
in both the public privhte sektors of the 
community and who fit the following criteria: 

( a )  Owner of property or business 
person in the central business district; 
or 

(b )  Any indiv idual  who personally, or through 
an organization, has personally worked towards 
the downtown redevelopment and revitalization 
of the centra1,business district, or; 

(c) Any individual who is in a responsible 
decision-making position such as 
an officer of a corporation with a central 
business district i n t e r e s t .  

SECTION 2. According to Ordinance 47450, passed by the 
City  Council on December 2, 1976, the tems of the members shall be 
as follows: 

The 21 regular members shall have 2-year tems 
beginning on January 1, and expiring on 
December 31. The terms shall be staggered 
in the following manner: 7 members shall be 
appointed for 2-gear terms w i t h  the first 
appointment under the District Appointment 
Method to begin December 31, 1981, with 7 
appointments. Determination of which district 
will select members will be made by drawing l o t s  
Subsequent vacancies will be filled by those 
Councilmembers from districts that did not have 
a selection in 1981. The Council shall review 
the membership in 1982 to deterroine which 
members have not attended the meetings in order 
that new members may be appointed. 

Mr. Webb spoke to the deterioration of Centro 21 and asked 
Council to direct the group to cancern itself with matters of concern 
to all San Antonians, and spoke specifically on problems and concerns 
with St. Paul's Square and need for Cen t ro  21 to address those problems. 

City Manager, Thomas E. Huebner, stated that he had m e t  with 
Architect, Norcell Haywood, and had discussed plans for the 1-37 exit 
ramp at St. Paul's Square.

Mrs. Dutmer then spoke t o  her concerns tha t  budget wrk a l l  
be done. i n  open work sessions r a the r  than i n  any other manner.

MR. ATANACIO GARCIA 

Mr. Garcia, 1717 W. Durango, thanked the Council for lowering 
the user fees at the Lanier Natatorium.

He also suggested that the 
Police Department take over the function. 

Mr. Alderete stated that the City Council needs to re-evaluate

the present process and moved that a Council Committee come forth 
with a recommendation to the Council as to the best procedure 
to follow in this matter. Mr. Hasslocher seconded the motion. 

Mrs. Dutmer stated that it was premature to have the 
Personnel Department take over the Recruiting Division before coming 
to Council during "All Session for formal approval. 

In response to Mr. Webb, Mr. Rudewick stated that there 
are problems with the State Law since police officers will not be 
handling personnel files and civilians will be handling these files. 

Mr. Webb stated that he does not favor the Recruitment 
Division going back to the Police Department because they were 
unsuccessful in recruiting minorities. 

In response to a question by Mr. Hasslocher, Deputy Chief, 
Talbot stated that the revealing of information to others, than law 
enforcement officers, is a violation of federal law. 

In response to a question by Mayor Cisneros, City Attorney, 
Jane Macon stated that it is the understanding of the management 
that the computer terminal will remain at the Police Department, 
the same personnel will be working with the terminal that were working 
under the Police Department.

City Manager 's  proposal t o  eliminate a l l  funding f o r  Hispanic A r t s .  
She stated that it is an insult t o  t h e  m a j o r i t y  of t h e  City's 
i n h a b i t a n t s .  She urged t h e  Council t o  approve t h e  neces sa ry  funding.

D r .  Sanchez r e a d  a prepared s t a t e m e n t  i n  suppor t  of  funding  
f o r  Hispanic  Arts.  ( A  copy of which is on file w i t h  t h e  minutes of t h i s

MR. JUAN MIRELES 

M r .  Mireles, r e p r e s e n t i n g  the G . I .  Farum asked that funding  f o r  
Hi span ic  A r t s  be inc luded  i n  t h e  budget. H e  also asked t h a t  the 
C i t y  Manager be f i r e d .  

NORMA TORRES 

Ms. T o r r e s ,  243 Cunningham, also spoke against t h e  
p r o p o s a l  to eliminate funding for Hispan ic  Arts. 

MRS. ALICIA A. MARTINEZ 

I Mrs. Martinez reiterated t h e  statements made by  t h e  p r e v i o u s  
makers,:  . She stated that s h e  is grateful for Hispan ic  A r t s  Organ iza t ion
