INSPECTIONS AND INSPECTION FEES, PROVIDING FOR
PENALTIES, PROVIDING A SEVERANCE CLAUSE, EXEMFTION
AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

Mr. Hasslocher mace a mrotion to approve the proposed Ordinance.
Mr. Labatt seconded the motion.

Mr. Hasslocher addressed the history of the proposed false alarm
ordinance and he noted that it was styled after a successful ordinance in
the city of Fort Worth. He then addressed certain statistics on false
alarms in San Antonio and spoke to the impact on the Police Department,
whose officers must respond to the false alarms.

Mr. Robert Chapin stated that he objects to the §$5.00
registration fee for burglar alarm systems and also 1is against system
performance reviews.

Mr. Bob Vallence, Sr., stated that he would 1like to see
reinstatement of two deleted previous amendments concerning approval of
Underwriters Laboratories approval on all alarm systems. He stated that
he fully favors approval of alarm systems so 1long as they pass
Underwriters Laboratories approval.

Mr. Michael Samuel, President of the Greater San Antonio Alarm
Association, spoke in support of the proposed ordinance, stating that his
group wants standards that are greater than those called for by
Underwriters Laboratories and he wants to form a committee tc agree on new
standards for the industry in San Antonio.
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Ms. Louise Tallman, Mr. Ron Boden, Mr. Dick Hayne, and Mr. Jerry
Fauver, also spoke in support of the ordinance. Mr. Hayne also spoke
against imposing any requirements to use Underwriters Laboratory approved
components for alarm systems because of their expense.

Mrs. Dutmer spoke against the $5.00 registration fee for
residential home alarm systems but stated that she could support the
ordinance if the fee does not rise above that point.

Mr. Hasslocher spoke tc the need for the fee to provide funding
for the estimated $178,000 a year program.

Mr. Labatt stated that he feels he cannot require every alarm
system to be Underwriters Leaboratories approved without grandfathering
present systems. He spoke in favor of a system of deposits in order to
fund the system.

Mr. Labatt made a motion to implement a deposit system to fund
the program and to impose Underwriters Laboratories approved system
requirements with grandfathering of present systems. The motion died for
lack of a second.

Ms. Vera stated that she feels that certain chronic offenders to
the false alarm matter account for a majority of the false alarm calls
answered by the Police and she stated that, in her opinion, there should
be a differing fee structure between residential and business alarm
systems. She spoke in favor of having a one time charge for all systems
and then any recurring charges be applied to businesses not residences.

Ms. Vera then made a motion to allow a $5.00 initial charge to
install a system and then using fines collected under the ordinance to
fund the administrative costs of the program. Mr. Thompson seconded the
motion.

In response to a question by Mrs. Berriozabal, Lt. Albert Ortiz,
San Antonio Police Department, explained the alarm resetting provisions
and he spoke to the new 20 minute on a ringing alarm.

Mrs. Berriozabal noted that companies should be required to
design their alarm systems that can be reset by the firms if necessary.

A representative of ADT Alarm Systems, stated that in his
opinion, 95% of the alarm systems cannot be reset by burglar alarm firms.

A discussion then took place concerning the need for standards in
this area.

Mr. Hasslocher noted that the proposed ordinance will not take

effect until next October 1lst and it will require 60 to 90 days to come
up with new acceptable standards for the ordinance.
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Mrs. Dutmer stated that she feels there are flaws in the proposed
ordinance and she is particularly concerned akout the city's liability.

In response to a question by Mrs. Dutmer, Ms. Vera explained that
under her amendment thke city would only charge for the permit fee not an
installation fee.

In response to a question by Mrs. Dutmer, Mr. Albert Pena,
Assistant City Attorney who drafted the proposed ordinance, stated that
the police will always respond to an alarm whether or not the person has a
permit and that if it is a revoked permit then the person will be cited
for possible fine.

A discussion then took place concerning the inspection of the
alarms, a discussion during which Mr. Hasslocher stated that several
avenues will be explored in respect to this matter.

A discussion also took place on the possibility of several alarms
in one neighborhood area going off due to a severe thunderstorm or other
natural cause.

Lt. Ortiz stated that in the case of alarms going off and being
triggered by weather that the alarm owners would not be cited for a fine
in this case.

Mr. Webb spoke in favor of the ordinance and if necessary it can
be further refined in the future.

Ms. Vera clarified her motion stating.that the ordinance would
require a one-time permit fee of $£.00 and she stated the city would not
get into the inspection business.

Mr. Thompson offered a second amendment to bring the proposed
list of standards back to the City Council for approval within 90 days.
Ms. Vera seconded the motion.

In response to a question by Mr. Hasslocher, Mr. Harold Flammia,
President of the San Antonio Police Officers Association, stated that
other cities have this similar type ocrdinance ané he urged the Council to
enact the ordinance.

Mr. Wing spoke to the need to track current ownership of alarm
systems because of the possibility of the need for transference of those
systems.

The second amendment, prevailed by the following vote: AYES:
Berriozabal, Webb, Dutmer, Wing, Thompson, Vera, Wolff, Labatt,
Hasslocher; NAYS: None; ABSENT: Martinez, Cisneros. .
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The first amendment, prevailed by the following vote: AYES:
Berriozabal, Webb, Dutmer, Thompson, Vera, Wolff, Labatt; NAYS: Wing,
Hasslocher; ABSENT: Martinez, Cisheros.

After consideration, the main motion, as amended, carrying with
it the passage of the Ordinance, prevailed by the following vote: AYES:
Berriozabal, Webb, Dutmer, Wing, Thompson, Vera, Wolff, Labatt,
Hasslocher; NAYS: None; ABSENT: Martinez, Cisneros.

88-11 CITIZENS TO BE HEARD

REV. R.A. CALLIES, SR.

Rev. Callies read a prepared statment to the Council, a copy of
which is on file with the papers of this meeting. He asked the City
Council permission to solicit funds from the sidewalks and street medians
for a period of three months. He stated that the youngsters will be
properly supervised by responsible adults. This money will be used to
remodel the Martin Luther King, Jr. statue.

Mr. Thompson commended Rev. Callies for his efforts in this area
and for his dedication to the memory of Rev. Martin Luther King, Jr. He
urged the Council to support this request.

(At this point, Mayor Pro Tem Berriozabal was obliged to leave
the meeting, and Mr. Webb presided as Acting Mayor.)

Mr. Wing spoke in opposition to the request and stated¢ that the
ordinance in place was primarily passed for the protection of young
people. He stated that although Rev. Callies' cause is a worthwhile one,
he cannot support destroying the integrity of the ordinance.

Mr. Webb suggested that Mr. Thompson circulate a memorandum to
obtain the necessary six signatures. He stated that this plaza is unique
in its structure and that there are already public forums ancd meetings
held there and would nct see any problems with the plaza area being used
for solicitations.

Rev. Callies stated that the soliciting of funds could occur
strictly at the plaza and suggests that the word, medians, be stricken
from the petition.

Mr. Wing reiterated his concerns about exceptions to the

ordinance and his concern with children being hurt or killed because of
any exceptions which may be granted.
