Call to Order
Chairman Williams called the meeting to order.
1. Citizens to be Heard

Donald Oroian informed the Committee of a conflict with the San Antonio Water System
(SAWS) Code restricting fire lines from crossing a lot and an amendment to the 2012 Fire Code
that allows fire lines to cross lot lines if within an easement. He submitted documentation from
SAWS and amendments to the 2012 Fire Code. He also informed the Committee of an
accessibility issue regarding a request for allowance of a 5% cross slope within crosswalks in
public and private streets. He stated that the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) does not
allow deviations and cautioned that if the street was approved by the city, it could become a
possible liability.

2. Approval of Minutes from the May 16, 2012 Infrastructure and Growth Council
Committee Meeting

Councilmember Saldafia moved to approve the Minutes of the May 16, 2012 Infrastructure and
Growth Council Committee Meeting. Councilmember Ozuna seconded the motion. Motion

carried unanimously.

3. Consideration of applicants for the Planning Commission (6 Slots)
Leticia M. Vacek, City Clerk, TRMC/MMC
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Leticia Vacek reported that there were six (6) slots available for appointment to the Planning
Commission. She stated that reappointments to the Commission include: Lynda Billa-Burke,
Marcello Martinez, Andrea Rodriguez, and Rob Rodriguez. She noted that two (2) slots remain
for appointment should the Committee choose to reappoint the above-stated applicants.

Chairman Williams stated that the Committee will interview the applicants present and make a
final selection for recommendation at the next Infrastructure and Growth Council Committee
Meeting.

Lynda Billa-Burke requested reappointment due to her devotion and love for the City of San
Antonio. She stated that there were always great projects to work on and noted the opportunity
to work with Councilmembers on projects within their districts.

Ms. Vacek read a statement from applicant Marcello Martinez. He stated that he was a current
member of the Planning Commission and seeking reappointment. He noted that as a native San
Antonian, resident of an urban neighborhood, and a Practicing Architect he feels that he brings a
good mix of experience, education, and perspective to the position.

Andrea Rodriguez stated her background in Marketing and Public Relations and noted that she
would soon complete a Masters Degree in Urban Planning. She spoke of the public process and
collaboration and noted her recommendation from Chamber Executives.

Robert Rodriguez stated that he currently serves as Planning Commission, Chair Pro-Tem and
seeking reappointment. He noted that he owned health care companies in the city and serves on
other civic boards. He added that it was rewarding to serve on the Planning Commission
because it allows him to see things from the planning level.

Kenneth Atnip stated that he had worked with the UT Health Science Center for 25 years as a
Construction Planner. He noted his involvement in the creation of a Master Plan with a local
homeowner association and with the North Central Community Plan.

Ms. Vacek read a statement from Michael Garcia. He stated that his experience in Architecture
and Planning has prepared him to serve on the Planning Commission.

Chairman Williams announced that applicants Chad Gunter and Stephen Guzman were not
present and had not submitted statements.

Brian Hanan provided his background in Civil Engineering, Surveying, Planning, Construction
Management, and Development. He stated that he has a strong desire to serve the City of San
Antonio and that his experience would allow him to confidently serve on the Planning
Commission.

Zachary Harris stated that he currently serves on the Parks Foundation Board and served on the
2012 Parks Planning Committee representing District 9. He noted that he was dedicated and
committed to the time required by the Planning Commission in the planning and shaping of the
city.
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Barry Jelinski provided background information as an Educator and stated that he had always
had an interest in City Planning. He noted that he was seeking appointment to the Planning
Commission to move the city forward.

June Kachtik stated that she has always had an interest in the mechanics of a city and attained a
Mater’s Degree in Environmental Management and Urban Planning. She noted that she was a
Planner in the private sector and contributed to a publication on local development. In response
to Councilmember Saldafia, she confirmed that she had previously served on the Zoning
Commission.

Kevin Love stated that he is a Registered Professional Engineer with experience in Commercial
and Residential Land Development. He noted various projects within the city limits and
indicated that he would be proud to serve the City of San Antonio.

Emeka Ovuegbe stated that he is a resident of District 8 and could bring an element of diversity
to the Planning Commission. He noted that he had a Bachelor’s Degree in Civil Engineering,
Master’s Degree in Environmental Engineering, and a Doctorate in Environmental Science and
Engineering.

Roy Pachecano stated that his profession involved bridging Economic Development and
Planning. He noted that was Licensed Architect in New York and Texas and involved in the
City’s Heritage South Planning process.

George Peck stated that he is a resident of District 8 and currently employed by Civil
Engineering Consultants. He noted that he has been a Registered Professional Engineer since
1996 and that his professional experience has been in the private development business.

Angela Rinehart stated that her interest in serving on the Planning Commission comes from her
passion for Urban Planning and Development. He noted that her area of expertise was Urban
Infill Development and had an extensive background in real estate. She added that she owns her
own firm and has been involved with the Vidorra Condominium Development on the Eastside
since predevelopment.

Ryan Sweeney stated that he had been a San Antonio Resident for 20 years and practicing
Commercial Real Estate Law, Land-Use Law, Government Affairs, and Federal Corporate Law.
He noted that he has represented both Developers and Neighborhood Associations and is
knowledgeable of both sides of the issues. He added that his goal as a Planning Commissioner is
to facilitate reasonable development while protecting private property rights.

Adrianna Swindle stated that she has a Master’s of Degree in Architecture and currently works
for an Architecture Firm. She noted that she would like to be involved with the Planning
Commission and believed that her expertise would be of great benefit to the Commission.

Ms. Vacek read a statement from Peggy Tedford. She stated that she served as a member of the

Technical Advisory Committee for the Planning Commission where she became knowledgeable
of the workings of the Commission.
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Chairman Williams reiterated that the final selections for recommendation to the full Council at
the next Committee Meeting.

4. Consideration for future meetings
There were no items discussed.

5. Adjourn

There being no further discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 11:30 a.m.
