SPECIFICATIONS AND SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
FOR FENCES 

(Sup 8-10)
The City of San Antonio requires the services of a contractor to furnish all labor and materials for fence and repair work for CIMS and Park Operations.  Fence & Repair work to include fencing, enclosing areas security.

SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS:

1) All new Fence/ Gate work and/or repair projects are to be performed and completed in accordance with City Code.   
2) The Contractor will provide all necessary Fencing/Gate, materials, labor, and equipment for the proper execution and completion of all work; and shall perform in the best and most workmanlike manner the complete installation and everything incidental there to, as stated in the specifications or reasonably implied on and in accordance with the plans and documents provided by CIMS or Park Operations.

3) Contractor shall provide full time supervision and properly skilled craftsmen to perform the work required under this bid invitation.

4) Contractor will be responsible for any damages / vandalism on incomplete repairs or incomplete new installations.

5) Contractor is responsible for damages / vandalism of equipment or tools left on the job site.

6) Contractor must respond within 8 working hours from CIMS or Park Operations notification/call to the Contractor for all projects.  Projects involving safety hazards, emergencies, and special events must be responded to within 2 hours.  

7) Contractor is responsible for rental of any equipment or tools required to perform and complete job.

8) Contractor is responsible for securing incomplete projects by utilizing non-climbable fencing or barricades.  (NOTE: The use of Caution Tape only, is not suitable for securing incomplete project sites.  Barb wire and razor wire is not permitted at any time for securing project sites.)

9) Contractor is required to notify CIMS or Park Operations Project Coordinator of all work delays and the date & time work will resume.

10) Contractor is required to hire Utility Locator Services on all new installations.

11) The contractor shall confine his operations and work force to the space allowed by law and as allotted by the owner.  The contractor at his expense shall protect and be responsible for any damage to adjacent property, etc.  

12) Contractor will be responsible for legally disposing of all debris, landfill fees and/or hauling of trash & debris generated at work sites.  No debris shall be dumped and left about the work sites or surrounding areas, including material provided to the Contractor by the CIMS or Park Operations Department.

13) Any work found to be defective due to workmanship or materials shall be repaired or replaced by contractor at no cost to owner. 

14) The owner will monitor the work and accomplish an inspection after completion of work for final approval and release.  

15) All project plans and specifications will be provided to the Contractor by CIMS or Park Operations prior to the start of any work or project.  The completion date for each project will be provided on the plans provided by CIMS or Park Operations.  The Contractor will be required to complete project by the completion date as stated on the plans.

16) Permits will be presented to the Contractor by the CIMS or Parks & Recreation Department.  The Contractor will be responsible for incidental fees and obtaining (pulling) permits associated with the completion of contract projects.  
17) There may be multiple job sites per purchase order.

18)  This proposal is for labor and material of fencing work only.  No plumbing or electrical work will be required.

19)  The contractor shall warrant their work (all labor and material) for a minimum of one (1) year from date of project completion and approval of CIMS or  Parks & Recreation Department.

FENCE AND GATE SPECIFICATIONS
Furnishing and installing entire fence system, including fence framework, fabric and accessories, manual gates and all related hardware.

Manufacturer Qualifications:  Company specializing in manufacturing products specified in this section, with not less than three or years of documented experience.

PRICE SCHEDULE

Prices entered on this contract will include all cost of labor, materials & equipment 

Fencing: By the linear foot, to the fence height specified, based on the specified post spacing.  Includes posts, rails, tension wire, fabric, accessories, attachments.

Gates: Each specified type Includes frame posts, fabric, accessories, hardware.

****Use aluminum nails, if available. Galvanized nails will chemically react with red cedar and cause premature rusting of the nails. Galvanized nails are ok in CCA treated lumber and for strength on the 2 x 4 rails, since they will be hidden anyway. Two nails per picket per rail. Two nails per rail per post.

FASTENERS REQUIERMENTS

Caps:  Cast steel galvanized; sized to post diameter, set screw retainer.

Fittings:  Sleeves, bands, clips, rail ends, tension bars, fasteners and fittings; steel.

Extension Arms:  Cast steel galvanized, to accommodate 3; 6; or 4 strands of barbed wire, single arm, vertical or sloped to 45 degrees.

Hardware for Single Swinging Gates:  180 degree hinges, 2 for gates up to 60 inches; fork latch with gravity drop and padlock hasp; keeper to hold gate in fully open position.

Hardware for Double Swinging Gates:  180 degree hinges, 2 for gates up to 60 inches high,  3 for taller gates;drop bolt on inactive leaf engaging socket stop set in concrete, active leaf latched to inactive leaf preventing raising of drop bolt, padlock hasp; keepers to hold gate in fully open position.

Privacy Slats:  Vinyl strips, sized to fit fabric weave, ________ color as selected.

FINISHING REQUIREMENTS

Components (Other than Fabric):  Galvanized in accordance with ASTM A 123/A 123M, at 1.7 oz/sq ft.

Components and Fabric:  Vinyl coating, ________ color as selected  over coating of 1.8 oz/sq ft galvanizing.

Vinyl Components:  ________ color as selected.

Hardware:  Hot-dip galvanized to weight required by ASTM A 153/A 153M.

Accessories:  Same finish as framing or fabric.

INSTALLATION SPECIFICATIONS

Install framework, fabric, accessories and gates in accordance with ASTM F 567.

Place fabric on inside of posts and rails.

Set intermediate, terminal and gate posts plumb, in concrete footings with top of footing 2 inches (50 mm) above finish grade.  Slope top of concrete for water runoff.

Line Post Footing Depth Below Finish Grade:  ASTM F 567.

Corner, Gate and Terminal Post Footing Depth Below Finish Grade:  ASTM F 567.

Brace each gate and corner post to adjacent line post with horizontal center brace rail and diagonal truss rods.  Install brace rail one bay from end and gate posts.

Brace each corner post to adjacent line post with horizontal center brace rails.  Install brace rail in each bay.

Provide top rail through line post tops and splice with 6 inch long rail sleeves.

Install center and bottom brace rail on corner gate leaves.

Do not stretch fabric until concrete foundation has cured 28 days.

Stretch fabric between terminal posts or at intervals of 100 feet maximum, whichever is less.

Position bottom of fabric 2 inches above finished grade.

Fasten fabric to top rail, line posts, braces, and bottom tension wire with tie wire at maximum 15 inches on centers.

Attach fabric to end, corner, and gate posts with tension bars and tension bar clips.

Install bottom tension wire stretched taut between terminal posts.

Install support arms sloped inward or outward and attach barbed wire; tension and secure.

Do not attach the hinged side of gate to building wall; provide gate posts.

Install gate with fabric and barbed wire overhang to match fence.  Install hardware.

Provide concrete center drop to footing depth and drop rod retainers at center of double gate openings.

ERECTION TOLERANCES

Maximum Variation From Plumb:  1/4 inch.

Maximum Offset From True Position:  1/4 inch.

Components shall not infringe adjacent property lines.
